The Results Show Widely Diffased
Prosperity Among Workmen.

Loxpox, April 11.—Rt. Hon. Ggorge J.
Goschen, Chancellor of the Exchequer, pre-
oendt,:d the budget in the House of Commons
to-day.

Mr? Goschen said good fortune again per-
mitted him to submit a budget showing a
surplus of £1,067,000. This was largely
due to the expending departments, for it
was not to auy extent due to an expansion
of the revenue. There had been times
when he guffered great anxiety. During
January and February the prospect was not
bright, but during March it was better and
this enabled him to submit a satisfactory
result.

In the last budget the estimate of expendi-
ture was £99,264,000. The actual expendi-
tures were £98,928,000, leaving a surplus of
£336,000. This was a remarkably small
difference between the estimates and actual
expenditures..

'he total estimate of expenditures during
the last three years was £§4,000,000. The
total difference -in the expenditures was
only #£137,000. This statement was re-
ceived with cheers. i

Analyzing the revenue Mr. Goschen
said that the customs produced £19,730,-
000, being £36,000 above the sum calcu-
lated upon. It was not alcohol that caused
the increase this year, but tobacco. Tho
revenue tax from tea was exceedingly satis-
factory, yielding £34,000 over the estimate.
Tobucco produced £9,953,000, being £418,-
000 above the previous year. All this, Mr.
Goschen declared, proved that wages
bad not fallen and that there was
still widely diffused prosperity among
werkingmen,

The exise revenue showed £543,000 over
the estimate. The increase in the con-
sumption of home spirits was greater in
England than in Ireland or Scotland.

Mr. Goschen estimated the revenue for
the current financial year at £90,477,000
and the expenditures at £90,253,000, leav-
ing a small margin of £224,000. This will
not allew of a remission of taxation, with
the exception of a minor reduction in pa-
tent fees absorbing £50,000 and the fixing
of the duty on sparkling wines from 2s 6d
and 1s per gallon to a uniform rate of 2s.

Mr. Goschen said he held himself re-
sponsible for. the prudence- of the esti-
mate. The mighty river of national
prosperity still remained broad, and he
trusted the various water sheds of national
wealth would continue the stream undim-
inished in volume. [Cheers.]

Mr. Goschen spoke for two hours. He
announced the resignation of Mr. West,
chairman of the Inland Revenue Board.

Mr. Gladstone suggested that the House
follow the usual custom and avoid discus-
sion of the budget until the day fixed for
its mature consideration. . He hoped the
change of duty on sparkling wines, while
benefiting some wine-producing countries,
would not involve trouble on other coun-
tries. He eulogized the services of Mr.
