James G. Blaine,

James G. Blaine, the most notable, and
atthe same time the most notorious, of
United States politicians, died yesterday at
his home in Washington, leaving no bio-
graphy but the indisputable record of the
plotter. There /was no game in the man.
He possessed nothing but the perfection of
selfishness and treachery and greed. To
bim there was never but one man in the
world. That man was Blaine. To him
there was but one object in the universe.
That was Blaine's success. He never had
a political friend he would not sacrifice, nor
one he would not abandon. He never con-
fessed a political obligation that threatened
his success, nor a private trust thdt con-
flicted with his wishes. He never knew
‘anything but James G. Blaine. 1

One can see the demagog who lashed his
countrymen to war but dared not join
them. One can:see the beginning of
schemes when the substitute who took his
place by the side of braver men was hired
by the town that owned him for o citizen.
One sees the prosperous years of scheming
while his name grew large, and money, just
2 little more money, came covered with
)cg;xdal to his grasp. One sees him front
2 Sommittee of Congress and plead with
Jeardfor letters that convict him. And
then one sees him fall in a shamming fit
that enforces silence for a time, while the
beady eyes sparkle and the arched brows
lift in laughter at a race of fools.

One sees him beaten in a convention by
the men who know him, then turn with the
diabolism of treachery to sweep the victor
and his party into ruin. One sees him 1n-
trigue his way into nomination at last only
to meet—as he alwavs has meat in an honest
figlit—the crushingycondemaation of the
union. Then he complains like a child and
snarls like a spaniel. He begins to doubt
even his treachery—the only principle he
hasleft. Thereis the uncertain hand that
pens first one assurarce, then the contrary.
In power again, he cajoles with nations and
is discredited. Trembling now with the
rising hope kindled by stronger men who
can use his colossal° meanness, he issues
pledges in the morning to break them at
noon. He drains to the final drop the cup
of friendship, then springs from the fegst
and stabs his host with a poisoned weapon,
though the eyes of the wotld have bright-
ened in the promise that he may be manly.

The thoughts, thé hopes,the fears,the dis-
appointments and the treacheries of James
5. Blaine cannot be effaced by his death.

The Queen has.beea graciously pleased to
gignify her intention to tonfer the decoration
ot the Vicioria Cross upon Lance-Corporal
William Jame# Gordon of the West Intia
Regiment, whose claim has been submitted to
Her Majesty’s nperovnl for conspicuous
bravery displayed by him during the attack
on the stockaded town of Toniataba, Gambia
River, on March 13 last. Daring the attack
oun the town of Toniataba Major C. Madden,
West India Regiment, who wus in command
of tae troops, was suparintending a party of
12 men who were endeavoring with a heavy
beam to break down the south gate
of. the town, when suddenly a
number of musket muzzles were projected
through a double row of loopholes which had
been masked. Some of these were within
two or three yards of that officer’s back,
and, before he realizsd what had happened,
Lance-Corporal Gordon threw himself ba-
tween Major-Madden and the muskets, push-
ing that officer out of the way, and exclaim-
ing: “Look out, sir.” At the same moment
Lance-Corporal Gordon was shot through
the lungs. By his brnver{ and sslf-devotion
the lince-corporal probably saved the life of
his cgmmanding officer.

World’s Fair Extuibits.

A portion of Canada’s World’s Fair ex-
hibits were open to public inspection at the
old Parliament buildings yesterday after-
noon. The collection consisted principally
of minerals. Particularly noticeable in the
collection were a large piece of mica 3 x 2}
feet in size from the Sydenham mines, a
fine collection of different kinds of salt from
the Elarton Salt Works, an exhibit of native
silver from mines west of Port Arthur, one
piece of phosphate of lime weighing about
half a ton, a piece of natural loadstone
belonging to Mr. David Boyle, an exhibit ot
asbestos, some pieces of which contain
fibres 12 inches long, two cases of nickel
and copper ore from Sudbury mines and
many other exhibits of great interest. Be-
sides these there is a large exhibit of pure
refined nickel from the Copper ClLff mines,
which goes direct from the mines to Chi-
cago.

The exhibits of gold, silver and copper
are to be in nickel cases with glass tops.

tion of Senator Morrill.

1878—Advocated . the estabiishment of a
steamship line to Brazilan | urzed a sub-
sidy to ba given to énsure .ts success.

1879—Deleated for the Presideatiul nomina-
tion by Garfleld.

1880—Again a prominent candidate for the
Prasidondnrnominaclon. When Garfield
was elected he was offered and accepted
the State portfolio.

1881—Retived from the Cabinet Dec. 19,a fter
jnaugurating several ineasures which
were calculated to accrue to the banefit
of the Uaited States. ¢ : ;

1882—Began to write his historieal work, en-
titled **I'wenty Years of Congress,” on
which he labored four years.

1883—Nominated for the Presidency,but was
defeated at the polls and retired to his
home in"Augusta and eontinued writing
his book. :

1886—Took an active past in the Maine cam-
paign,.delivering a series of speeches upon
the fisheries question,

1888—Went to Europe in poor health and had
an attack of. illness while in Fiorence.
Sent two latters from Europs saying he
would fot be a candidate underauy cir-
cumstances. He returned in the autumn
and celivered ssveral speeches in favor
of Gen. Harrison’s candidacy.

1889 —Appointed Secretary of State and be-
gan to interest hitmself immediately in
the Bebring Sea and fisheries question
with Great Britain and other interna-
tional affairs, = S

1890—Formutated his reciprocity treaties,
which were incorporated in the sariff
Act th's year and which led to commeér-
cial treaties with several ecountries.

1892—Resigned as Secretary of State in June
and sp:ut the summer at Bar Harbor.
Lost the nomination for the Presidency
of the United States.

'ihe wealth of Paris is 80 boundless that
the rubbish and refuse of the city is worth
millions. There are more than fifty thou-
sand persons who make a living by picking
up what others throw away. Twenty thou-
sand women and children exist by sitting
and sorting the gatherings of the pickers,
who collect every day in the year abont
twelve hundred tons of merchandise, which
they sell to the wholesale rag dealers for
some seventy thousand francs. At night
you see men with baskets strapped on their

ks, a lantern in one hand, and in the
other a stick with an iron hook. They
walk along rapidly, their eyes fixed on the

und over which the lantern sheds a
sheet of light, and whatever they find in
the way of paper, rags, bones, grease,
metal, etc., they stow away in their bas-
kets. In the morning, in front of each
house, you see

gifting the dust-bins before they are
emptied into the scavengers’ carts. At
various hours of she day yoa may remark
isolated rag-pickers who seem to work with
less metll;ﬁ than others, and with a more
independent air.

their livingk like the wild beasts. The
morning pickers are regular workers, who

y for the privilege of sifting the dust-
Bi‘nl of a certain number of houses. The
rest, the majority, are the coureurs, the
runners, who exercise their profession
freely, and without contrel ; working when
they please, and loafing when they please.
They are the philosophers and adyen-
turers of the profession, and tkeir chief
object is to enjoy life and meditate upon ite
problems.

Such men are Bijou and the Pere la
Gloire. The latter works with considerable
regularity. His specialty is paper and
rags,and he lives in the Quarter

for the most part, the employes as well as
the tenants of a master rag-picker. Bijou
on the other hand, considers paper an
rags too cumbersome, and prefers to collect
cigar stumps and fragments of cigarettes,
for which there is a regular market in the
r quarters of the capital. He sorts his
rvest of megots at his leisure in some
juiet spot and prepares his wares for sale
to the special dealers. His kets are
full of tobacco, and his clothes emit a smell
of stale smoke, mingled with various per-
fumes of unwashedness and misery,
Nevertheless, his manners are those of a
free and independent citizen ; he stops ta
talk politics with vthe Pere la Gloire ; his
dominant idea is liberty. Indeed, Bijou
esteems his own liberty so dearly that he
has never consented to compromise it so far
as to have a domicile of any kind. In sum-
mer he

of the promenades or under the bridges of
the Seine. * In’ winter he makes the round
of the night refu, Both Bijoun and the
Pere la Gloire drink the most deleterious
and scarifying alcohol that was ever distil-
led; they {ive in filth,and often in the deep-
est misery ; but they enjoy the priceless
privelege of liberty, and’ altogether their
existence is mot without a certain prestige
and without glimpses of the higher cir.
cles of Parisian existence, for Rijou ?ickl
up cigar stumps under the tables of the
Cafe de la Paix, and the Pere la Gloire
sifts the dust-bin of the Baron de Roths-
child. .

Of misery in Paris there is no lack, but
it is not obtrusive as in other cities—Lon-
don, for instance. In some of the districts
on the, left bank of the Seine the struggle
is hard indeed, and the material conditions
in which the working people live are ve
wretched. . In this part of the city we fin
great colonies of Bohemians, declasse o
ple who have missed fortune's crash and are
tired of life. ~ Here, too, live many rag-
pickers, swarms of Italians who made plas-
ter casts or serve as models for artists, a
certain fiumber of Nihilists, a certain nunm-
ber of poor Russian and Wallachian stu-
dents. The aspect of humble Paris on the
left ‘bank of the Seine is strangely dis-
heartened, unstrung, full of silénce and
despair.  This is in strong contrast to the
right bank where the citadel of labor and
poverty seems fyll of life and energy.

In the mornihg and in the evening the
animation in the great Faubourgs of Paris
and in the streets that descend from the
height toward the city is most curions.
