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Dy, Sheard’s Commendable Proposal.
The first report of the new. Medical
Health Officer foreshadows several radical
changes in the department, most of all of
which ought to meet with general approval.
One of the proposals referred to in the re-
port is a most 1mportant one and we trust
Dr. Sheard will prosecute it on the lines he
has suggested. W refer to his propossl to
institute & thorough  inspection of the busi-
ness part of the city, The brains of the
¢ity, the wage-earners, a large %pere ntage
of the total workmen and laborers of To-
_ ronto, male ‘and female, are concentrated
during 10 hours of the day within the dis-
trict south of Quéen, west of Jarvis and
east- of Simcoe-street. This distriet
is teeming with people during the
daytime, and if- the Health De-
‘partment wishes to'be of undonbted ser-
vice to the community it will put forth its
best efforts in behalf of these people. There
is no room for parks or open spaces here.
The air that circulates down town is
mingled with all sorts of odors, exhalations,
smoke and what not. It contrasts wonder-
fully with the pure atmosphere of the more
open sections of the city. Becauss, then,
the most important - lives in the
city are centered here for many
hours in the day, because the atmos-
phere is impure, because'ths men who
work down town are busy men and have.
little time to avail themselves of the parks
«—for these reasons we think more attention
should be paid to the sanitary condition of
this district than of any other locality.
.Every lane should be kept scrupulously]
clean. Every streetshould be regularly
.swept and watered. Refuse ; should
be removed in the early morning. As
for the buildings, they should be
thoroughly inspected from garret to cellar.
We agree with Dr. Sheard that many of
our offices and warehouses are thoroughly
unfit for occupation. Celiars are kept dirty,
drains are open and untrapped, gas pipes
. leak and all sorts of abominations are to be
" found. Moreover, the business district has
right under its nose those savory water-
slips into which the sewagé -is con-
stantly tumbling. There is little doubt
that much of the sickness attributed to our
residences really originates in the office or
factory where the patients are employed
doring the day. Let Dr. Sheard enmter
upon this work at once and in earnest.
There is no other part of - the city where he
-can effect so much good by the expenditure
of any given sum of money as right down in
the centre of the city.

Typnoid Statistics.

The Medical Health Officer’s report yes-
terday quotes figures in regard to typhoid
fever which seem to establish an undoubted
connection between our water and that
disease. We began drinking bay water on
Christmas Day., During January there
were 32 cases of typhoid, in February 109
and last: 'month. 139. The fact that the
fever requires time to develop would ac-
count for the small number during the first
month we began to use bay water. A work
on fevers before us says: “Facts go to
show strongly that the contagion is con-
tained in the_ intestinal evacuations, and
that the disease may be diffused by means
of drinking water into which excrement in
ever so small quantities has found access.”

f the water we have been -drinking lately
is not the cause of this increase in
typhoid cases, then we would like to
know what the cause really is. Under
proper sanitary conditions we would have
no typhoid fever. Last month we had 139
cases. We would like Dr. Sheard to offici-
ally state the source of the disease. If he
is aware of it himself he should let the pub-
lic know; if he cannot trace it up to any
particular source then he is equally bound
to give the public the benefit of his know-
ledge. Knowing the cause the public will
demand a remedy. An official declaration
on the part of the Medical Health Officer
that these cases of typhoid are traceable to
our drinking water would havea powerful
effect in causing a speedier settlement of
our permanent water supply.

They Want Too Much, -

The proposition of the Kelley Mining
Co. to establish a blast furnace in this city
is accompanied by a request for what seem
to be exorbitant privileges. The city
certainly wants to see industries started
here, especially iron industries, and it
is willing to grant many privileges to such
as will put their money into new enter-
prises, but there is a limit to what the
city will do in this respect. The demands
of the people who waited on the Committee
for the Encouragement of Manufactures
. yesterday are considerably more than the
public will; tolerate. ~They ask for 200
a-res of marsh, a bonus eof $75,000,
and exemption from taxation. The
city might reasonably  offer  the
company & site of 5 or 10 acres and exempt
their plant’ and land from taxation. A
reasonable bonus, too, might be given to a
new and important industry. But the re-
quest for 200 acres of the marsh on the
north. side of the proposed chaunel looks
much like a scheme to get possession of a
valuable piece of real estate that is not re:
quired for the legitimate purposes of the
concern. The promoters say it will cost
€3000 an acre to fill in this land. It will
not cost one-third of thatamount. Two
hundred acres is about one-sixth of the
whole marsh, It would only take six re-
quests of this kind to absorb the whole
territory that can be reclaimed.

The Toronto Railway Company’s motor
ears are so far ahead of the old coal oil hob-
tails that we are sorry to have to complain
about thém at all. There are, however,
two features in their construction that will
admit of improvement. To carry on a
eonversation in the cars to-day is a matter
of difficulty. Instead of being a pleasure,
as'it should be, conversation in a motor car
{s an annoying and at times an almost im-
possible task. While the light supplied is
{nfinitely superior to the old coal o1l lamp,
yet another jet in each car would be appre-
cinted by those who like to read the news-
papers, These are defects that the com-
pany ought to remedy, especially that
grising from the noise.

Teronto Maintains 554 Charity Patients
The city of Toronto is supporting to-day:
754 patients in the yarious hospitals and
charitable institutions, involving & charge
of 40 cents each per.day, ora total of over
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is is in
order, - Seven hundred and fifty - four
citizens unable or unwilling to pay their
own doctors’ bills! There is surely some-
thing worth investigation here. It is said
that applications for admission to these in-
stitutions avre made by many worthless
people, drunks and tramps, and that suffi-
ciént strictness has not been exercised in
the admission of applicants. The city
simpy can’t stand such an outlay as this,
No citizens shonld become a charge on the |
city unless .it is clearly established that
both he and his relatives are absolutely
without funds.
