company if the men had dealt directly with Mr.
Jamieson, but he not only refused to take any

there would have beén quite a difference between

rice he would have cl}gzed them, and as very
}ew of the men could afford to pay cash it was
better tor the whole body of men that the com-
pany should secure for them the benefit of whole-
#gle prices, and that they would pay in instal-
nients as they were able.

The company would not have changed the
contract from Mr. Jamieson bhad it not
been for the numerous complaints wmade by
the men as to the quality and make of the uni-
forms: and these complaints became so loud that
it was found necessary to make a change with a
view of satisfying the men.

The statements made by Mr. Jamieson to &
public meeting that the company was making a
profit out of the men in their employment wasa
misleading statement and ought not to have
been made by Mr. Jamieson. The company was
‘making the best barzain they could for their
men and never thought of or intended to take any
advantages, but the company had to deal in the
general interest of all the mea in their employ-
ment who had to wear this clothing, and the
gmell charge of 94¢, is not enough to cover the
trouble and the loss connected with the account.

PROF. SMITH FAVORS THE CARS,
But Heé Desires Limitations and Suggests
a Compromise,

The following letter from Prof. Goldwin
Smith anent Sunday street cars will be read

with interest:

Editor Telegram: The street car contro-
versy grows hot,and when controversy is hot
compromise is apt to be unwelcome to both
sides. Nevertheless I cannot help once more
asking whether it 1s absolutely necessary
that the vote on August the 26th should be
all or. nothing, and whether it is not still

yossible to consider an alternative such as
iet!iug the street cars run on Sunday after-
noous during the summer months for the
purpose of enabling people to get ont of
town? Compromise no doubt is impossible
for those who firmly believe that we are
bound forever to keep the Mosaic Sabbath.
But the changs by the opposition of the
professed object of its association
from “Sabbath Observance” to *‘Lord’s
Day Observance” seems to be an  io-
timation that the extreme view is ro-
nounced or waivea. Tbatthe fourth coin-
mandment was iutended only for a single
pation is clear from the fact that it tukes
nonotice of difference of wmeridian, which
makes it impossible to keep the very same
day in more than one part of the earth, The
fosaic law altogether is evidently the law
of a particular country, of a particular race,
of a particular stage in the religious :duca-
tion of mankind. When ws are asked what
becomes of the rest of the Decalogue if one
commandment is no longer to be literally ob-
served the answer is that for Christians the
ten commandments have been superseded by
the two, aud that if the ten are still 10 force,
it is by virtue not of their Mosaic promulga-
tion, But of their intrin ic conformity to the
Divifre will. Asthe dedication of a reason-
u‘ﬂ%portiuu of time to our spiritual 1.:ee‘ds
and our bodily refreésnment, which is its
essonce, is necessary, the fourth command-
ment is an universal and
Indefeasible Obligation,

But our rule in dealing with it is that of
Churistian wisdom, not that.of the exact ob-
servance of the Mosaic law, which indeed
none of us in reality attempt or would find
possible. i :

The beer gardeus of Chicago are not
English, but German. Why should there be
excesses in High Park any more than on the
Island, which is crowded by our citizens on
Sunday afternoous in summetr?

On-the other hand it is difficult to belp re-
garding as hollow the plea for ruunning the
cars on Suunday mornings inorder to take
people to church. ‘Surely 1t public worship,
not, something mose fanciful, is the object,
we all in this city have the means of it
within easy reach. For my owp part, ex-
cept when I was in a remote méuntain dis-
trict where the church was a very loug way
off, I happen never jin my life to have had
occasion to be carried to church by any con
veyance but my own feet. as

Monday, 7 p.m., says: The uneasiness
among the people here, far from lessening,
is intreasing. Seven more French gunboats
have arrived at Koh-si-Chang, making a
total of 13 mow there. Negotiations are
still going on, but-the progress made is uot
reported. The intentions of the Fremch are
awaited with fear and apprehension.
Rear-Admiral Humann commanding the
French squadron has issued » second block-
ade notice to take effect three days from
Saturday. He will order tlie British war
ships Pallas and Swift, now lying off Bank-
kok, to go outside the blockade limits.

Nemitz Enters An Action Claiming $25,-
000 Damnges.

CH10AGO, July 31. —Henri Bertrand Ne-
mitz intends to bring an action to-day
against Arnold Hollinger, the Swiss Con-
sul, and M. Perrenoud, the Swiss Commis-
sioner-General at the World’s Fair, for de-
famation of character. Nemitz claims that
he hus suffered damages to the amount of
$25,000 because Hollinger and Perrenoud
circulated reports that he had embezzled
certain sums of money from the Swiss ex-
hibition.

THREE NEGROES LYNCHED FOR A
BRUTAL CRIMB. N

Fearful Vengeance Wreaked By a Sbuth
Carclina Mob On the Fiends Who As’
an Unpr W —

aten, Kicked, Hanged and Riddled
q.lth Bullets By the Infuriated Crowd.

Cor umzvs, 8. C., July 31.—Diro" ven-
geance was wreaked by a mob on Bill
Thempuon, one of three negroes who on
Monday night last assaulted Mrs. Archie
Sightler a3 her home at Gasten, a small
station on the railroad between Columbia
and Bavannah. The brute was lynched by
a mob near the scene of his crime at 8
oclock yesterday morning. Thompson's
accomplices in the crime were Tom Preston
and Handy Kaigler. They entered the
Sightler house at 9 o’clock at night, while
Sightler was absent. His wife and little
son were the only persons in the lonely
cottage. ‘Getting in through a window the
thre¢ men seized and knocked the woman
sengeless and left Mrs. Sightler unconscious.
Handy probably thought Mrs. Sightler
would mnever recognize him as one of her
assailants, snd Preston seems to have been
of the same opinion: Each ot them re
maiued at his home, but Thompson ran
away.

It was not known  that Pmmu a
partigipant in the assault until pson.
made a confession. Handy was arrested
and held at Gaston, the people desiring ‘to
be sure of their man. e denied his guilt.
Mrs. Sightler, however, said positively that
Handy was one of her assailants. There
being some doubt, Kaigler was sent to jail
to await Thompson’s campture. Thompson
was  caught Saturday npight 16 miles
from Columbia. Hemade a full confession
telling how he, Kaigler and Preston had
entered, and mnarrting the details of vhe
crime, . He also confessed to having com-
mitted: three other assaules, for omne of
which another negro is under sentence of
death,

Thompson is a mere youth of 18, is cool,
and manifested no fear of death. It was
at first decided by the mob to pin him to
the ground, pile fagots around him and
burn him, but Columbia people urged that
this be not done, and the crowd listened to
them,

Before. doing anything, however, -the
husband of Mrs, Sightler was sent for.
Thomson’s clothing was removed, and with
2 bu, trace split at the end he was
beaten until his back was a mass of blood.
The blows were administered by Sightler,
who continued the work until he became
exhausted. The the trace was applied by
arelative. Thompson moaned piteously
and writhed awtully. At one time he
struggled so hard that he freed himself, but
he was quickly overpowered. He did not
beg for merey, but stood the punishment
like an Indian, -

Several of the mob kicked him on the
head and face with their heavy boots,
knocking his teeth out and lnmpiﬁg him
until- he was almost insensible. e was
then hanged and his body riddled with
bullets. The posse which went in search
of Preston located him at 11 o’clock iun
a negro’s hut, seven miles from Gaston,
and captured him without trouble. He
was taken to the sceae of the early morn-
ing tragedy, where all the horrors of the
Thompson lynching were re-enacted.

At nine o’clock last night the mob at
Lexington Court House had swelledto 1000
men, and an attack upon the jail, where
Kaigler was confined, was made. The
sheriff did not ofter serious resistance, and
the fiend soon paid the penalty of his orime.

But this large number of men
does not represent the real seriousness of
the impending trouble. 'Large numbers of
sympathigers in other trades may be relied
upon to strike, The stringency of the money
market is felt keenly by the workingmen,
and this is quickly taken advantage of by
the Socialists, who urge thé men to “retali-
ate” againgt their employers.
