When the grain markets started upward 
the public sent buying orders and the mar­
ket advanced sharply, with pork again in 
the lead. There was heavy buying of lard 
and rjbs by leading packers, and most of 
selling was done by scattered holders. On 
the merits of the situation, we have now 
had a sufficient spring advance, but the 
temper of speculation is very bullish and 
this will probably carry the market higher.
