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GENERAL IDEA

EFoRE entering into details we shall give some general informa-
tions which cannot fail to he of interest.

Dimensions, — The new altar-railing occupies the entire width
of the Church, that is over 6o feet, and each end rests against one
of the great columns of the building. It is 234 feet high, The top is
9 inches wide and 1 inch thick.
