Simon
Beattie, Pickering, Ont., that he contem-
plates holding a public sale of Thorough-
bred live stock at ‘Lovonto, in Jane. It
will probably be neld on the Toronto
TFair Grounds. In addin. . to Horses,
Cattle, Pigs, &c.,, now on hand, a largo
importation is being made from England,
with a special view to this sald. Mr.
Beattic’s partner, Mr. Wm. H. Miller, is
now in the old couutry making selections,
and -expects to return to Ontario in April
or early in Nay. Mr. Beattie reports
from Pickering an unusually severe win-
ter,” with continued hard frosts and an
excessive fall of sgow, just £ we bava
had in the Lower Provinces.

WE copy the following from the North
Sydney Herald :— ‘ )

- A lady friend in Nebraska sent'the un-
dersigned, in March last, a small quantity
of wheat in a letter, somewhat Jess thana
balf. ounce, for the letter and wheat to-
gether bavely weighed the half ouunce,
The fermers in that far West State call it
the White Sprinug Wheat. It is bedrded,
and of a bright white &kih,.not large in

the grain. T had it planted in o dry cor-
ner of my vegetable garden on the 18th of
May. It was planted exactly like peas,
in drills, ten inches apart, and four inches
apart in the drills. It came up well, and
I watchea its growth with = carious inter-
est. It grew high and strong, aud stooled
out very much from 7 to 9 shoots from
_every grain,. The ears were large.avp
full, and not a fly touched it, nor do X
think that a single graio was lost. I eut

it on the 5th September, and after being
shook out and cleaned, it almost filled a
quart, over sixty-four times the quantity
planted. Ot course the same amount of
care and attention could not be bestowed
upon'a large ficld. But would it not be
well for some of our farmers to try the
experiment of planting some patches of
wheat in drills, instead of sowing broad-
cast. I belicve that many farmers n
England and in the South of Scotland
Arill their wheat in on a large scale, and
there is scarcely a doubt but the yield
would be heavier. I am. also of the
opinion that bearded wheat,is not-so lia-
ble o be destroyed by tlio ravayes of the
twebvil a8 the bald wheat js. “The beard
scems to be & partial protcetion against
the fly resting upon it. to .deposivits-eggs.
