The Boys' Brigade in Canada.

Tais Christian orgenization, having for its
object tho winning of boys to Christ and en-
listing them loyally iu 1lis service and as
members of His church, is making rapid ad-
vances throughout the Domiuion, having in
six monc'.s jucreased from soventy.five
companies and 2,630 boys to 120 companies
aud about 5,000 boys at the present time.
‘The first annual returns from companies are
vow being received by the sccretary, and in
almost cvery case the off.cers aud pastors
testify to tho good that is being done; re-
portiug a general improvement in the conduct
of the boys, and a vory gratifying aumber
of additions to the roll of the churches from
theirranks. ‘Tho Boys’ Brigede embraces all
denomioations, each company being wholly
controlled and officered by the church or
Christian Associstion with which it is coa-
nected ; but there is a central office, or head-
quarters, whero the companies are enrolled
and whence aro issued the printed forms,
pamphlcts, ete., that are used by the com-
panies; and whero all information may be
obtained with regard to the objects of the
Brigndo and the best way to organize and
manage a company. From the headquarters
alro an iofluence is exerted upon all the
officers of companics, by way of encouragin
aud belping them to maintain a high standar
of efliciency in their companies and eapecially
to Leep steadily before their minds the true
object and high ideal of tho Boys’ Brigade;
where this isdone the results, ssa rule, are
satisfactory, snd friends arc raised up to help
the work ; where this is not done, it is not
surprising that the results aro unsatisfactory,
and the Brigade is discredited before the
public. Officers should tkerofore feel, not
ouly their responsibility for their own indi.
vidual company, but remember that tho
public will Judge the Brigade as a whole, Ly
what they see in the local company. The
secretary dovotes his whole time to the work,
which is rapidly increasing in volume ; he is
£t prosent visiting all tho companics in tho
Maritime Provinces and Quebec, and holding
meetings with a view o interest tho pablio
more fully, and to accure subscribers to the
headquarters fund. Offico and printing ex-

uses have to bo met, and the work is
iampered for want of mmoney.

onu will for a moment supposc ; as we canuot
conceive of any business clder in Ontario,
Yeast of all in or near l'oronto, comparing
Montreal with Toronto cither as a place fo,
wvestment of funds, or sccuring thom for

investment.

The experience of onc branch of the Church
before union mny be given as to the feeling
on this subject. Itis well.known that the
greatest losses the Temporalities Fand
sustained, were in Montreal, and thoclamour
was strong then with a section, to have at
least a portion of the funds invested in
Outario. Then look at the amouut of in-
vestments of Montreal College as reporied
in the last minutes of Assembly—add up
the interest roported and it will be found
that tho rate received is about 4-5/8:,.

Apgaia if we reler to thy Awerican Church
which is cited as an example of an castern
city being a finxncial headquarters for church

mansgement, does not ** Elder ' know that a
vigorous effort has been made to have more
of their church investments in the west?
and if reports in some of their papers be
oorrect, the concession has been made that
this shall be done.

But who would compare New York from
a Presbyterian standpoint with a city throa-
quarters French Roman Catholic in the
wmiddle of a Freach Proviace where if you
can belicve the reports of the French
Evangelizatien Committee, the Presbyterian
clementisfast woakeningandinmnanycounties
dying out. Does Montresl begin to compare
reiatively for a mmoment with New York and
lirooklyn in propartion to tho strength of its
Presbyteriamem ?

Now, if it is casier and better to invest
our fuods in Ontario, why send the ad-
ministrator down to a province with entirely
different methods of cotveyancing and iu-
cresac the cost of administration immensely ¥

Our ncods are west and growing westerly
cvery day ; our funds in Jarge measure come
from west of Moatreal, and it would be folly
and not ‘*statesmanship” to disregard the
oft repeated cownplaint of the Committee on
French Evangelization that Quebec was
Leing depopulated 5o far as Presbyterians
were concernod, and in the face of this fact
send the management to Montreal.

It is far from a “aummwlikelfolicy "to
locato investments from regard to any
official’s convenicoce or domicile, however
excellent that official may be. ! Statesman.
lLike ™ is what is best for the State, orin this
case what is beat for the Church.

The Assembly when appointing  Dr,
