The following is an cxtract from a
Jetter writien by the Rev. A. Crummel), a black cler-
gy®an who received, bis edncation in the University

«Wo have a noble ficld befors us here for chorch
effort and the evanselization of benipht=3 mon, and,
singular a1 it may scem, n warm desire for our church
amongpst the ignorant emiggants who in America wero
brought up in other systems. 1 regret that my own
work Lero is postpened by lack of-Funds. Tho colle-
ges for /young -imen are not commenced yet. Our
church edifice has only its fonndation laid. and thus re.
mains even for scveral months: this is a cavse of much
aaxiety to me, for our raom.is uot a vers pood one,
and our sccommodation so small that there is not a
rhanee {or increase beyond our presont number. We
aro constantly on the increaso in order, regularity, sid
the fruits of faith.

« I ihank you for the supgestion tbat the Liberian
church sbould strive to walk in tho atepe of the azciunt
sel-denying christians, and that its pastors should be
like-minded ; 1 have already acen the necesity of it,
and T bave thougbtit my duty to sbow that I think

The Brithh Me.rom bought some of the Simenides
scro lls.  Bir Thomes Thilippe was alsu 3 purchasey,
Stmonides presented Limself at the Bodleian with
some genuine ASS,, his plan being to preduce genvine
articles firet, and aficrwards, 23 he found opportunity,
to brivgs out hiy othier wares. Laying down some real
Greek AISS., he asked tho librarian to what era they
beloged. ¢ The tenth or cleventh conturies,” said
tha ecliolar, Simonides took heart, and produced what
ho said was a very ancient MS.. ¢ And what century,”
hie asked * do you think it Lelonps to 2”  Our libraviah
looked quictly into.the forger'a face, and answered,
# M. Simonides, I should eay it belongs to the latter
balf uf tlo ninctesnth century”  Simonides gatberad
up bis scrolls, anid quitted Oxford by an eatly train.
Professor Dindosf, we beliavo, wisked the University
of Oxford to buy the Palimpsest of Uranus, offering
1o cdit the work in caso they made the purchase. But
Oxford declined the ¢ Pure Simoniles;” and now
that other learned pundits are grieving over thole
losses and their credality, the Oxonians have somo
little right to bie proud of their scholarship and sagacity.
