members of the Engineers’ Club, and closed his remarks by ex-
tending to the President and members a cordial invitation to
visit and inspect the new Physical Laboratory when completed.
This structure, which is in course of erection and promises to
be exceedingly handsome and ‘most eloborately equipped, is
one of the group of buildings for which provision was made in
the generous grant recently voted to the University of Toronto
by the Legislature of the Province of Ontario, (Cheers).
