provision of roots, such as mangold wurtzel,
wita baga, carrots, &e.  [fe ailinns that by
proper eultivation, from 30 to 40 tons of car-
rots may be produced per aere on suitable soil.
Our land is gonerally of excellent quality, and
when properly treated returns good crops.
The “flour and the beef - of Canada shonld be
equal fo any in Notth America, and if' it be
not so, it is the fault of our farmers.  As we
stated in our fast numberthe marketsof France
are thrown open to us, and those of continent-
al Furope will in all probability he thrown
open likewise.  With good lands, nnd good
markets, and every fucility for transporting
produce, we ueced only energy, enterprize,
and improved agriculture, to develope  the
boundless resources of our country.  Let our
farmers bethink them of all this betimes, and
sot themselves to improve their agriculture, as
every other nation of the civilized world is
doing. % Aide toi et le Ciel t'aidera,”
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NEW YORK STATE FAIR.

The month of October was celebrated for
the number of Agricultural Shows.. The Ag-
ricultural 1xhibition for the State of N. Y. was
apened at Elmira on the 2nd Oet., and con-
tinued for four da It was visited by nearly
50,000 persons, special trajus being organized
at reduced fares from most of the adjae
States, and from the Canadas.  The display
of stock’ was good, but by no means large.
Governor Bigler, of Pennsylvania, and Gov-
ernor Wright, of Indiana, and several other
cmiuent persons delivered addresses.  The
fair was closed by a Ball and Banquet, and as
asomewhat uusual feature, the day following
the termination of the fair, was held as a
gala day, and prizes were ofiered 1o ladies for
racing on horseback, and for driving in light
buggics. This portion of the entertainment
was gol up by parties who had horses 1o ex-
hibit and sell, and the first prizes in riding
and’ driving, were respectively awarded to
Miss Conover, of Onondaga, and Miss Des-
marest, of Chemung. - A Jittle girl, 8 years of
age, attracted lnnch attention by the skill and
conrage with which she rode nel managed o
spirited horse.  The fuir was successful he-
yond expeetation,

UNITED STATES AGRICULTURAT FAIR.

This agrienlturad fair was held @t Boston on
the 23rd, 2th, 25th, and 26th October, Tifty
acres of land, within the precinets of thecity,
and abutting on Harrison Avenue, with asoft
marshy soil, were sclected and covered with
thousands of loads ol gravel (rom the adjacent
heights of Dorchester ind Roxbury, the land
was then levelled and rolled. A half mile
course of elliptical form was stacked ont for
raeing. Near the centre, the Architect of the
Society had constructed a beautiful and finely
proportioned entrance arch, flanked by two
lofty towers fifty feet in height. Within the
entrance, and near its centre was another
ornamental tower about 30 feet .in height,
erected to serve the pirpose of a Judges
Stand,  Buildings were also raised for the
accommodation of the various Committees,and
immense stables, stalls, and pens, for the
reception of horsesy cattle, pigs, and sheep.
Ten thousand dollars weve appropriated, to be
presented in preminms,besides a considerable
amount 1o be given in diserctionary premiums
for eases of rare excellence ; the entries on
the 23rd amounted to 430 horses, 400 head of
neat stock, 400 swine, and 200 sheep,. and
considerable additions were honrly arriving.
Immense numbers of strangers had arvived

in town, and Lhe exhibition opened on the

Mrd with a great Equestrian Procession, s
terminated on the 26th with some fine Taces,
On the 24th there was a severe storm from the
nortti-east with heavy vains, which re-convert-
ed the gronnds into a dreary swiunp, but on
the 25th the weather was fine, and during the
day no less than 50,000 persons visited the
exhibition grounds. Allogether the Ju\lubl-
tion at Bosmn wias a greal suceess.
