conting £22,669,000 : £1,546,000 is required to
complete ships buildiae, and £16,150,000 for
ships to be built, There are 30 vestels which,
being obaolete in type or spsed, ave included in
the number cf vessels afioat. As compared
with the standard of 501 vessels for 1894 Franca
is buildiug 257 ; Russia 227, Geremany 199, and
Italy 222, :

This artiole refers o the very form of the
pleading, but does not dispense from the obliga.

jointng issue on the exception to the form by an
snawer in law have made use of the more sam-
mary proozeding of a motion, and I believe thay
they must be allowed to.do so if, howaver, it be
true thatithe allegations of the exception to the
form are vague, indefinite and uncertain, This
modle is now admitted in the practice of the
Bar of Montreal and has pothingin it repugnant
to the rules of sound procedurs. It is impor.
tans for the expedition of the business that the
courts be placed ina position to ajudicate sum-
marily on proceedings which on their face are
frivolons or useless tor the hearing of the case.
Here there is only one question at isaue, viz,,
whether the Quhbes seb, 50 Viotoria, chapter 28
is vaconstitutional, and anything vot  evidensly
ta show it must be oconsidered as an selement
foreign to the case, The same applies to vague
snd indefinite allegations which leave the ad-
verse party in uncertainty as %o the choice of
pleas, and do nov'allow him to plead with cer-
tainty. Moreover, in the present case we have
20 deal with an exception to the form where
plantiffe’ right to appear in courd is questioned,
and it is indispensible, when the right of one ot
the parties is denied, that everything pertaining
to auch right should be epacially ses forth, The
propoaitians of defendans, although worded iv
different ways, canin realily be reduced to a
single one, viz., thab plantiffa’ act of incovpora-
pion iz unconatitotional and wltra vires. Ous-
side of the three firat allegations which clearly
seb forth this proposition, the rest of the excep-
tion is merely matter of argument. They sare
80 many gropositions rewing on the facts which
defendant sets forsh in support of his preten-
siona. I shall take them up 1n the order in
whioch they have bsen proposed,to eee if they are
eufficiently detailed to allow plantiffato answer
them, The firab part of the fourth proposition
is not open to objection, that part only which,
refers $0 the vows pronounced by the membera
of tha Society of Jeeus, and the rules of the
society being open to suck objection. Defen-
dant alleges generally that these vows aud
rales do not allow the members of this society
o hava any civil rights in the province, nud to
form part of a society incorporated under the
laws of this country.

WHAT ABE THESE VOWS, WHAY ARE THESE RULRS,

and in what are thess vows and rules incompa-
tible with the act which constitubed the society
into a corporation, or with the duties and func-
tiona of the membara of this corporation? This
ias what defendsut bas omitted to say aud what
plainsiffs cortainly have a right to know in order
to be in a position to make a safe defence, It
has been pretended that plaintiffs wers held to
koow their rules, and it was admitted ab the
same dime that all thess rolea were not bad and
incompatible with the Qaebec statute, It is
true thav plaintiffa are held to know their rules,
but defendant is also bound to indicate to them
such of these rules as he holds to be contrary to
1aw, especially when he admite that they are
not all ao. The allegation of & vow of absolute
and paseive obedience to the Superior General
implies 10 its form pothing repugnant to the
power whioh the Legislature had to incorporate
plaintiffs, and supposing it to be true, as de-
fendant admitas, shat the members of the society
have no civil righta in this province, it does not
follow that the Legislature axceeded its powsra
in granting them, at their own demand, the
right to acguire and possess such rights in the
futore. Unless it were expressly declared in
what these vows and rules are gountrary to the
Iaw of the country, it was ussless to make this
allegation, which on ita very face is sufficient to
support defendsnt’s main proposition. The
Quekec act ia the law of the country and muat
be recognized as such until the conrts have de-
cided otherwire, Defendant attacks it aa being
ullra vires, and it rests with him to clearly set
forth hia reasons, especially when such reasons
rest in parh on matters of fact, The same rea.
soning applies to the whole of the fifth allega-
tion, and to the laat part of the sixth and tenth
allegations as to what soncerns the rules of the
society., For the same reaton the whole of the
eleventh allegation must be set aside as belug
vague, indefinite aud in no way partionlarizing

Hurderer Kemmler the First'io be Sentene-
cd 10 Death by Electriclty,

Borravo, May 14.—This is the sentence thab
Judge Childs impossd this morning on William
Kemmler, vhe murderer of Tillie Ziegler :—

The sentence of the court is shat for the erime
of murder in the first degree, whereof you stand
convicted, within the week comwmenciog on
Monday, June 24, and within the wail of Au-
burn state prison, or within the yard or en-
olosure adjoining thereto, you auffer the punish-
ment of death, to be inflicted by the application
of electricity o8 provided by the Code of Orim-
minal Procedaora of the state of New Yorlk, and
that in the meantime you ba removed to, and
util the infliction cf such punishment, yon be
kept in eolitary confinament in said Auborn
state prison.

The prisoper, the firat man to receive auch a
sentence, took the matter very coolly, and his
counse! took exception to_the sentence on the
gronnd that ip was crue? and unusual and apainab
the spirit of the constitution. The prisoner
muat.be removed to Acburn within the next ten

days.

$52,000,000.

The recent session of the Dominion Parlia-
ment is Jikely to bscome memorable for two
things :: Une is, the debate on the Jesuits’
Estates Act ;- the other 18, the vote of 852,000,
000, of the people’s money for the wvarious
servicea of the Dominion and the various
schemea of the Government. The Jesnit ques-
tion has for the pressnt almosbt overshadowed
the other, bub when ths excitemeut has subsided
somewhat the people will begin to realize what
a spencthrift lot cf men ' have been ectrusted
with the mansgement of their afisirs as Ottawa.
Only a little more than ten years ago, when the
annual expenditure on coneolidated revenue
acoount was under $23,500,000, the country re-
sounded wibth charges ngaimb the extravagauce
of My. Maclkenzie and bis colleagues, although
the actual increass duripg their %erm of office
did not reach $500,000, In these days Sir
Leonard Tulley boasted that be could carry on
all the serviees of the conntry for $22,5(0,000 ;
yet when the opportunity was given he run up
the expenditure by millions at a bound, so that
when he ouce more revired tea the seclusion
which a gubernatorial officer grants, his ex-
penditure exceeds $35,000,000. 8ir Charles
Tupfer and Mr, Foster have improved upon
Sir Leonard, so that for the currant year the
sum will ba close on to if it does;not exceed $38,-

In reality it will be considerably
more if acoonnts are properly charged, but by a
simple device of sedting down sgainst capitsl
acoount services that formerly were oharged %o
current acoonnt the annual expernditure appesara
to be much less than it actually is. Bu¢ for the.
next financial year we have a toval appropris-
tion for all prrposes of 852,060,000 and the por-
tion of it which will not be charged to current
will go to swell:the debt of the country, slready
enormously large. Uur Dominion has great re-
sources, and its people jpomeess great energy,
bub uniess a halt is soon and effectually called
we ahall either be compelled o repudiate’our
obligations or go into nationsl bankruptoy.—
