ANEXED TO THE FINAL ACT 0F THE COMMONwEALTH-UNITEI) STAO
TELECOMMUNICATIONS MEETING. SIGNED AT LONDON ON l2th AUGt
1949'

The Governments of the United States of America, the United Kiflgdtbof Great Britain and Northern Ireland, Canada, Australîa, New Zealand,
Union of South Africa, India, Pakistan, Ceylon and Southern Rhodesia;

Desiring to replace Article II of the Agreemnent annexed to the Final
o! the London Telecorniunications Meeting signed on l2th August, i(hereinafter called the Main Agreement), by the provisions contained 'Tl
Annex hereto;

Rave agreed as follows: -

ARTicLE I

As frorn the date of the cornig into foce of the present Agreerneflt
provisions of the Annex to the present Agreement shail be substitutedfo
Article Il of the Main Agreemnent, and the said Article II shall be abrogated,

ARTICLE II

The present Agreemnent, which is supplernentary to and shai be reRd
one with the Main Agreemnent, shall corne into force on the lst o! October, 19e
