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PART III

SPECIAL AND DIFFERENTIAL TREATMENT

Article 21

1. Developing cou ntry Parties may delay application of its provisions fora perîod flot exceeding five years from the date of entry into force of thisAgreement for such countries. Developing country Parties who choose todelay application of this Agreement shall:notify the Director-General tothe CONTRACTINO PARTiEs to the GATT accordingly.

2. In addition to paragraph 1 above, developing country Parties may delay
application of Article i .2(b)(iii) and Article 6 for a period flot exceeding
three years foliowing their application of ail other provisions of this Agree-ment. Developing country Parties that choose to delay application of theprovisions specified in this paragraph shahl notify the Director-General to
the C20NTRAàCTrING PARIFs to the GATT accordingly.

3. Developed country Parties shall furnish, on mutually agreed terms,
technîcal assistance to developing country Parties that so request. On this
basis developed country Parties shalh draw up programmes of technical
assistance which may include, inter alla, training of personnel, assistance
in preparing implementation measures, access to sources of information
regarding customs valuation methodology, and advice on the application
of the provisions of this Agreement.

PART IV

FINAL PROVISIONS

A cceptance and accession

Article 22

1. This Agreement shahl be open for acceptance by signature or otherwise
by governments contracting parties to the GATT? and by the European
Economic Community.
