
(a) the naine of the competent authority conducting theinvestigation or proceedings to which the request relates;
(b) a description of the nature of the investigation or proceedinçs,including a sumniary of the relevat facts and laws, exoept incases of a requcst for service of documents or summons;
(c) the puipose for which the request is made and dmc nature Ofthe assistance sought;
(d) thc need, if any, for confidentiality and thc reasons therfor,and

(e) any time liniit within which compliance witb Uic request isdesired.
(2) Requcsts for assistance shall also contain Uic following information:

(a) whcre possible, Uic identity, nationality and location of Uieperson or persons who are thc subject of the investigation orproceedingsa;

(b) whr eesrteiett adlcto ftepr ob<served, and the manner in which service is to be made;
(c) wherc necessary, details of any particular procedure orrequirement that thc Requesting State wishes to bce followedand Uic reasons therefor;

(d) in Uic case of rcquests for searcli and scizure, a statementindicating Uic biais for belief Uiat evidence or proceeds ofcrime may be found ini the j urisdiction of Uic Requested Statcand a statement Uiat a judge of Uic Requesting State couldcompel production of Uic items in question if Uiey werelocated in Uiat State;
(e) in Uic case of requests for thec takring of evidmnce, a statemeatindicating Uic basis for belief that evidence may b. found inthc jurisdiction of Uic Requested State;
(f) ini Uic case of requests to take evidence fromn a person, astatement as to whethcr sworn or affirmed statements arereguircd, and a description of Uic subject matter of Uicevidence or statenient sought, including, if necessary, a list ofquestions te b. asked;
