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ARTICLE VIII

1. The pres 'ent Agreement shall be ratified, and the instruments of ratific8
tion shall be exchanged at Dublin as soon as possible.

2. The present Agreement shall corne into force on the date of exchang
of ratifications, and shail be'effective only as to

(a) the estates of persons dying on or after suchi date,

and

(b) the estate of any person dying before such date and after the la-'
day of the calenidar year irnmediately preceding such date, whos
personal representative elects in writing that the provisions of th
present Agreement shall be applied.to such estate.

ARTICLE IX

1. The present Agreement shail remain in force for not less than thre
years after the date of its coming into force.

2. If not less than six months before the expiration of such period 1
three years neither of the Contracting Governments shahl have gîven to CI~
other Contracting Governent written notice of its intention to terminate t
present Agreement, the Agreement shail remain in force after such peri
of three'years until either of the Contracting Governments shall have give:
written notice of such intention, in which event the present Agreement sa
not be effective as to the estates of persons dying on or after the date (DI
being earlier than the sixtieth day atter the date of such notice> specifie,
in such notice, or, if no date is specified, on or after the sixtieth day afte
the date o~f such notice.
