ECONOMIC CO-OPERATION

Co-operaticn between the two countries extends to
many fields, particularly the economic field. The
Prime Minister of India expressed appreciation for
the assistance extended by Canada to India under
the Colombo Plan and for the co-operation between
the two countries in promoting the “‘economic develop-
ment of India. The Prime Minister of Canada reit-
erated Canada’s deep and continuing interest in the
economic development of India and in the success of
India’s Five-Year Plans. ;

Both Prime Ministers agreed on the urgent need
to raise the standards of living of the peoples of
developing countries. They tecognized the respon-
sibility of both the developed and developing coun-
tries to co-operate in this task and welcomed the
establishment of the United Nations Conference on
Trade and Development as an organization that
could make a vital contribution toward the elimina-
tion of disparities in economic conditions through
more rapid economic growth.

SUPPORT FOR THE UN

The two Prime Ministers re-affirmed their support
for the United Nations and their desire to see the
world organization develop into an effective instru-
ment for the maintenance of international peace and
security and for the promotion of understanding and
co-operation among nations. The Prime Ministers
noted that the present year marked the twentieth
anniversary of the United Nations and was being
celebrated as International Co-operation Year. ‘They
