PROVINCIAL REPRESENTATION IN

THE SENATE.

M.J. D. TAYLOR moved:
Whereas, if is provided by the British

North America Act, section 22, that in rela-tion to the constitution cf the Senafe, Canada
shahl be deemed to consist of three divisions,
viz., Ontario, Quebec and the maritime pro-
vinces, which shahl be equally rePresented by
twenty-four senators for each division;

And whereas, there is nio Provision for the
creatiou of additional equal divisions upon
the admission or donstitution of other pro-
vinces, and the provinces west of Ontario
have at present representation by only fifteen
senators, although in population, size, con-

tribution to* the revenue and representation
in the Couinons, they have attained impor-
tance -calling for treatment as au equal divi-
sion;

This House is of the opinion that provision
should be made for immediate augmentation
of the representation of the western provinces
in the Senate, by increasing said representa-
tion to six members each for British Colum-
bia, Alberta, Saskatchewan and Manitoba, re-
spectively; aiLd for such further readjust-
ment of the representation of the western
provinces in the Senate as xnay froni tume to
tume be called for by reason of development
in population and importance of interests.

He said: Mr. Speaker, thiis being a
day devoted to the consideration of the
Senate, it seema to me most opportune
to go on with this resolution. I may say
that I felt myself justified this afternoon
in voting for the resolution calling for the
abolition of the Senate because, amongst
other reasons, the Senate, as at present
constituted, does not give the province
which I represent the representation to
which we think we are entitled. While
this resolution covers the four western
provinces, of course I speak more parti-
cularly for the province of British Co-
lumbia, because that province seemns to
suifer most fromn insufficient representa-
tion in the Senate. We find that in the
scheme of confederation provision wvas
made for three units of representation,
one for Quebec, one for Ontario and one
for the Atlantic maritime provinces the
idea being to protect the smaller provin-
ces by giving themn an equal division of
representation in the Senate. We find
this difficulty in the scheme of confedera-
tion that no one then seems to have con-
templnted the inclusion of the great west-
ern provinces in the confederation and
when one by one the western provinces did
corne in no general amendrnent was
made f0 the British North America
Act, but in eacli case, in the separate Acf
bringing in the province, provision was
made for the representafion of the new pro-
vince in the Senafe. The representation of
British Columbia in the Senate was fixed
at three and remains at fhree to this day,
there being no provision for an increase.
Manitoba's representation was fixed af
four and remains af that figure. With re-
spect to Saskatchewan and Alberta there
is a provision that after the next decen-
niai census their representafion in the
Senate rnay be increased to six for each
province and while, of course, that gives
to each of these provinces about what
would be a fair representati m, t'he verv
fact that provision is made P9r thom and
no provision is made for Manifoba or Brit-
ish Columbia, makes the deficiency in the
representafion of the latter fwo provinces
more apparent.
