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Mr. GRAHAM: This bill bcd to be intro-
duced by way of resolution, and it was pretty
well discussed the other day. On the Inter
colonial and Prince Edward Island rail,,çye
therre is weat is knýown as a provident fund,
contribuited to by the mnen and by the gov-
ernment. In every province as well there is e
Workmen's Compensation Act. Under the lam-
the workman had to elect whether he would
take the benefits of the provident fund or ol
the Work'men's Compensation Act. This bill
is to make it clear that the provincial statute
does not interfere at ail with the proviýdent
fund, they are distinct and separate, and the
workmrnan is entitled to the benefits of both.
I think that is really tihe vital point in the
whole bill. As a matter of fact aIl the prov-
inces 'bu.t Nova Scotia have interpreted the
act to mean what %ve are trying to make il
mean ýnow. The ]ast clause is retroactive in
order to make it clear that the provinces that
have been doing this had the riglit to do so.
