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better to put it on the record before he made 
his speech, but I did not want to take more 
than half of the time during which he and I 
were expected to speak tonight. I shall put 
that on the record, and then there will be 
an opportunity for people who are interested 
to compare what the C.B.C.’s appraisal of the 
financial position is with that of the critic.
