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earlier. Has the attention of the minister 
been drawn to a proposed merger of two of 
Canada’s largest integrated timber process­
ing companies, namely MacMillan and Bloedel 
Limited and Powell River Company Limited? 
Can the minister indicate whether this 
proposed merger will be reviewed by the 
combines investigation branch in order to 
determine whether the merger or steps lead­
ing to it contravene the combines laws?

Hon. E. D. Fulton (Minister of Justice): My
attention has been drawn to the report of 
the proposed merger and the matter, in ac­
cordance with the usual practice, is being 
looked into by the combines branch. The 
usual practice to which I refer is that all 
mergers of companies of this size and nature 
are automatically inquired into to see if 
there is cause for formal inquiry.

Mr. Robichaud: On the point of order, the 
Toronto Star yesterday carried an article to 
the effect that the Solicitor General had 
received certain representations and that 
he had transmitted those representations to 
the C.B.C. management. This is why I ad­
dressed my question to the Solicitor General. 
I wanted to find out whether he had received 
the representations referred to.

Mr. Balcer: Mr. Speaker, I do not recall 
having received any representations men­
tioned by the hon. member.

Mr. Robichaud: Will the Solicitor General 
check and find out whether he has received 
them?
