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determining whether or not this type of oper-
ation is successful. Did the company benefit
from certain economie activity? Only wild
guesses could be made on the basis of a great
deal of misinformation.

I am amazed at some of the academie
economists who should be so naïve as to think
that through this sort of operation they will
be able to get some meaningful information.
This is not so. Comparisons have been made
with the United States, but in the United
States information is obtained from the SEC,
not from the companies' annual returns. The
directors of companies are not even author-
ized to go through the files to collate informa-
tion. So who is going to make the study, the
minister? He bas to pay $1 for every entry
into the files. Under the Companies Act the
minister is not exempt from paying the fee,
neither is any member or any professor want-
ing to make a study. May I call it five o'clock,
Mr. Speaker?

Mr. Basford: I apologize to the House
because there have been no previous consul-
tations, but I wonder if the House would be
agreeable, in view of the fact that we are
trying to adjourn by June 26 and this bill has
to reach the Senate if it is to be dealt with at
all, to waiving the private members' hour,
during which we are to deal with a notice of
motion for the production of papers, and con-
tinuing debate on this bill for the next hour?

Mr. Lambert (Edmonton West): I do not
disagree with the minister's request, but I
should like to say that I hope the minister
will be able to say that one day all those
members who have given up private members
hour will receive a day from the minister or
from the government. Private members have
their rights and, in order to assist the govern-
ment, they have given up private members'
hour. I should like it clearly understood that
in due course we will get a day which will be
devoted to private members on an allocated
basis so that we can deal with some of our
business.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre):
May I make a suggestion, Mr. Speaker? It is
true that when we give up an hour on a
Thursday or Friday, we lose it. Today hap-
pens to be a day for the debate of notices of
motions for the production of papers, and one
of my colleagues was planning to present one
of his motions today. I have just consulted
with him and my colleagues who are here.
We offer a compromise of half an hour. In

other words, let us stay on this bill until 5.30
and at 5.30 we could go to notices of motions
for papers.

Mr. Lambert (Edmonton West): I was reach-
ing the end of my remarks, Mr. Speaker, and
I think I have made my point. I do not think
the amendment adds anything to the terms of
disclosure as requested by the minister in his
bill. I thoroughly disagree with the require-
ments, and I have said so many times in
committee and out of committee. I have a
further amendment which would eliminate
disclosure for private companies and that is
why I have said as much as I have on this
occasion, so that when we deal with my
amendment I will not be repetitious.
