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Inquiries of the Ministry

delays in dlaims and the chairman of the Unempioyment
Insurance Commission made a statement, flot too long
ago, to the effect that only 88 per cent of those people who
were applying for benefits were receiving them. The min-
ister recently made another statement, after a very short
spot-check, about how many dlaims were being deiayed.
None of the statemnents made previously are the same as
the one made by the Parliamentary Secretary to the Min-
ister of Manpower and Immigration this morning. I think
the House deserves clarification of how the parliamentary
secretary has arrived at the figure he has given this
morning.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The submission made by
the hon. member is an interesting one but I think it is
really a question of debate. A discrepancy in information
supplied to the House cannot, by long-established prac-
tice, be raised by way of a question of privilege. I am sure
there wiii be an opportunity to consider the matter fur-
ther. I see the parliamentary secretary would like to reply
to the question raised by the hon. member but I suggest
that the matter shouid not be pursued by way of privilege
and that we should attempt to pursue the question period
which is quickly running out of time.

Mr. Coates: I have a further question of privilege, Mr.
Speaker. What I am concerned about is that the House
and the people of Canada are being misled by this figure
and I do not think the matter should be allowed to stand
in that way.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. That clearly is not privilege
and I have to make that ruling. I would hope that the
matter would not be pursued on that basis. I appeal to
hon. members that if we spend ail of our time on one
important matter or on points of order or questions of
priviiege, which are also important matters that cannot be
set aside easily, we will not, I think, have a very helpfui,
effective and fruitfui question period this morning. I hope
hon. members will co-operate with the Chair for their own
benefit in this regard.

Mr. Perrault: I rise on a question of privilege, Mr. Speak-
er. Very briefly, the point is that there has been no
attempt here to mislead the House. The hon. member is
speaking of two different sets of statistics.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. Obviously the answer given
by the parliamentary secretary indicates the extent to
which I suggest, humbiy, I was correct in suggesting this
is a matter of debate. We couid spend many minutes,
hours and possibly days in debating what these figures
mean. The Chair will, recognize the hon. member for
Oshawa-Whitby on a suppiementary question.

REASON FOR REMOVAL 0F UNPROCESSED CLAIMS FROM
QUEBEC TO BELLE VILLE

Mr. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa-Whitby): Thank you,
Mr. Speaker. I have a supplementary for the parliamen-
tary secretary. Is he aware that the world's finest unem-
ployment insurance commission moved by automobile
from Quebec yesterday 5,000 unprocessed dlaims to the
cîty of Belleville to be processed and, if so, what does this
indicate?

province of Ontario will be further delayed?

Mr. Ray Perrault (Parliamentary Secretary ta Miniuter of
Manpower and Immigration): Mr. Speaker, I hope the
member also is aware of the fact that the commission
processes 600,000 dlaims every two weeks and 98 per cent
are on schedule.
