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acquainted with the intricacies of the explanations, will
have them available to them?

Mr. Stanbury: Yes. As I have indicated, Mr. Speaker, I
shall be glad to press for an extension of this highly
informational campaign into those additional media.

Mr. A. D. Hales (Wellington): Mr. Speaker, I wish to
direct a supplementary question to the Minister of Nation-
al Revenue. Is it the intention of bis department to use the
Fred Davis close-up advertisements to explain to the
Canadian people the facts about the income tax on divi-
dends and why Canadians are being asked to pay tax on
money they neyer received?

Han. Robert Stanbury (Minister of National Revenue):
Mr. Speaker, the hon. member is one who took an active
part in the debate on tax reform and he will know that the
Department of National Revenue is administering and
applying the law as he and other Members of Parliament
passed it.

Marie have
openly threatened to close the miii unless the employees
agree to certain conditions, would the minister inform the
House what measures, if any, he contemplates taking to
prevent such overt intimidation and what contingency
plans he has for the 500 unemployed workers should the
company close the mili?

Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister of Manpower and
Immigration): Mr. Speaker, this matter has just been
brought to my attention by my coileague, the Minister of
Industry, Trade and Commerce. I will be looking into it
from the point of view of the Department of Manpower

REGIONAL ECONOMIC EXPANSION

PLANS TO ASSIST CANADIAN INDUSTRIES RECEIVING
GRANTS IF COUNTERVAILING DUTIES WIDELY APPLIED

Mr. Elmer M. MacKay (Central Nova): Mr. Speaker, I
wish to direct a question either to the Minister of Regional
Economic Expansion or to the Prime Minister. Could
either of these two gentlemen advise the House whether
the government has any contingency plans to assist
Canadian industries if the imposition of countervailing
duties is widely applied against products manufactured
by Canadian firms which receive DREE grants or other
aid, or will we be reacting instead of acting?

Hon. Donald C. Jamieson (Minister of Regional Econom-
ic Expansion): Mr. Speaker, I heard this question but I
thought it was directed to another minister. In reply and
without being evasive, I think it is hypothetical at the
moment. There is no evidence of any further application
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
