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MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION.

The result of this has been that it took all the money
made in my regular practice, after supporting and educat-

ing my family, to carry on this Dental Hospital work,

the result being it left me no surplus money to buy up
city property and add house to house and field to field,

like so many of the wise and shrewd people of our city;

therefore, I am now deprived of the pleasure of paying

taxes on any property except my residence in the city

(which taxes now-a-days amount to a half-rental), and my
summer home in Muskoka.

I think it only justice to myself that the public should
know my position with regard to Dental Hospital work,

and more particularly so as I have been forced out of my
seclusion ; and I shall, therefore, in the future, no longer

play the part of '' the old man and his ass," but shall

work^ write and speak in whatever way I think I can do
the most for the suffering children of my native land !
