Such an institution must depend upon those who are
broad enough in their outlook to supply the funds for its
maintenance. Few such are to be found. They have been
necessarily confined to their own denominations, where
claims to carry on their own work are constantly before them.
The response therefore to Mrs. Armstrong’s project was quite
limited. Many felt that her idea was a grand one, and if
she could have lived another score of years, a good foundation
might have been obtained, I mean a pecuniary basis.  As it is
however, the noble idea remains. Others will, in time, take
up this advanced Missionary work, and the seekers after
truth will find those who will be able to direct them to Him
who is ““the Way, the Truth, and the Life.”
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
