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Major Brown, who ha« since been advanced to

the rank of a Colonel, who desired me to halt,

saying that he had something of importance to

communicate to me and my confidants ; upon

which I halted the party, and went into a house,

and took a private room with him and several of

my associates, where Col. Brown proposed that,

" provided I would return to Longueuil, and pro-

cure some cjtnoes, so as to cross the river St.

Lawrence a httle north ot Montreal, he would cross

it a little to the south of the town, with near two

hundred men, as he had boats sufficient ; and

that we could make ourselves m.asters of Montreal."

This plan w^as readily approved by me and those

in council ; and in consequence of which I re-

turned to Longueuil, collected a few canoes, and

added about thirty English-Americans to my par-

ty, and crossed the river in the night of the 24th,

agreeably to the before proposed plan.

My whole party at this time, consisted of about

one hundred and ten men, near eighty of whom
were Canadians. We were most of the night

crossing the river, as we had so few canoes that

they had to pass and repass three timec, to carry

my party across. Soon after day-break, I set a

guard between mc and the town, with special

orders to let no person whatever pass or repass

them, another guard on the other end of the road,
