The storm king in the course of a
flying trip from the southeast Atlan-
tic border, made, o heavy att.ack in
force upon Toronto and vicinity last
evening, and the battle raged from 4
o'clock in  the afternoon with the
wind storming at:a 45-mile gait until
far into the early hours of ‘this morn-
ing. Lightning accompanied the ele-
ments in their work of destruection, and
the hydro-electric service was off for
almost an hour in many places. It
was significant that the hydro lights
were snuffed at the precise moment
the roof of the ferries’ whar¢ shot up
in flame, and it was remarked that
the wires were cut at the scene of
the conflagration. * However, the trou-
ble. department  of the hydro-electric
did not -believe the cut-off in . the
hydro lighting service was due to
any artificial causes.

There was very slight delay in the
train service at the Union Station, the
Winnipeg and Chicago trains being
only an hour overdue. The storm was
local in its effects. Rain is expected
today, but very cold weather may
again reach Toronto tomorrow, as a
wave of very high pressure is speed-
ing eastward from Manitoba. About
4 inches of snow fell during the storm.
