They could enjoy together the great 
benefit of British parliamentary in­
stitutions. In welcoming the people 
of Quebec in the charming way they 
had welcomed him they were taking 
the best way to unite the two peoples.

He 
visited Hamilton, Guelph, Windsor 
and other western Ontario towns. In 
Hamilton he organized several hun­
dred machinists and electrical men;

and 450 textile workers; in Windsor 
he organized 400 textile workers and 
150 general workers. There were in 
Toronto, he said, about 2,000 members 
of the union. He is visiting Montreal 
within the next ten days.
