The Cabinet Has Resigned.

The sitting of the Chamber was of
the wildest character, the uproar be-
ginning as soon as the Chamber was
called to order. Signor Crispi an-
nounced the resignation of the Cabi-
net, which announcement wag receiv-
ed with prolonged and passionate ap-

lause. The members of the extreme
eft shouted insults at Signor Crispi,
but the Premier preserved his temper,
and when he was enabled to obtain
a hearing declared with great firm-
ness that the Ministry, until the nom-
ination of their successors, would re-
tain office and maintain public order.

The uproar continued throughout the
sitting with more or less volume and
the scenes of extreme disorder were
renewed when the President declared
the sitting ended.

In announcing the resignation of the
Ministry in the Chamber of Deputies
Signor Crispi stated that the resigna-
tions had been accepted by King Hum-
bert. The sitting of the Chamber end-
ed in great disorder. Meanwhile the
crowds outside were shouting, cheer-
ing, cursing,hissing, howling and groan-
ing. Ten arrests were made by the
police of men who hissed members of

. the Ministry as they came out of the
Chamber.

The members of the Extreme Left
gave notice of their intention to in-
troduce a motion demanding the im-
peachment of Premier Crispl and the
members of the Ministry.

Etalians Running Wid.

The night’s demonstrations against
‘Signor Crispi, became more energetic
and the outlook was very threatening.
Great crowds gathered in the streets
and Socialist and Radical orators
mounting steps, boxes, or anything
that would lift them above the level
of the mobs, passionately harangued
them, pointing out that all the evil
that has befallen Italy came from the
maladministration of the present Cabi-
net. The Prime Minister and his sup-
porters were vidlently, assailed and
the crowds were worked up into a con-
dition bordering upon frenzy. At this
golnvt the police in force intervened and

roke the meetings up, not, however,

great difficulty.
Cursing Premier Crispl.

Later a crowd marched to the resi.
‘Sence of Signor Crispl, and made a
demonstration before it. Every oppro-
brious trm in the Italian language
was hurled at him, but no attention
was paid ‘to the crowd by those in the
house. Then the mob marched to the
offices of the newspapers that support-
ed the Government and smashed the
windows with stones, bricks and clubs.

PETROLEUM PROHIBITED-

The Cuban Insurgenis Find 1t Usefal
When They Apply the foreh
te Spanish Towns.

Havana, March 5.—All the merchants
of Cienfuegoes have agreed to cancel
the orders given to their correspond-
ents in the United States as a protest
against the action of the American
Congress on the Cuban question. The
merchants talked of holding a demon-~
{ stration, but Capt.-Gen. Weyler prohi-
bited it. The Chamber of Commerce
' prohibited it. The Chamber of Com-
here met to-day to consider the ques-
tion of taking similar action. Gen.
Weyler advised the Chamber to be
prudent. There is talk of stopping the
exportation of tobacco in bales, and
to permit the export of only the manu-
factured product.

Gen. Weyler has placed restrictions
on the sale of petroleum, and has pro-
hibited its sale in the interior towns,
which the insurgents visit.

The following towns in the Province
of Pinar del Rio have been recently
burned by the rebels: Cabanas, Bahia
Honda, San Dfego De Nunez, Santa
Cruz De Lospinos, Palacios. Paso Real
San Diego De Los Panos, San Juan ¥
Martinez and Quibra Hacha.

The gunboat Lino, which was carry-
ing rations to Jibaro, on the south
coast of Canaguri, found chains across
the entrance of the harbor. The vessel
was fired upon by rebels and replied
with her guns. News has been receiv-
ed here to the effect that 500
mounted rebels attacked a eonvoy of
ammunition near Gibara, Province of
Santiago. The insurgents were repuls-
ed with a loss of 25 killed. The Spanish
loss was one lieutenant killed and
seven soldiers wounded.

Gen. La Chambre reports that troops
have reconnoitered in the zone of Jara-
hueca and destroved the huts on the
farms used by rebels. The troops had
an engagement with insurgents. The
latter left two dead on the field.

From a Spanish Source,

Havana, March 5.—Gen. Melguizo re-
ports having had an encagement with
the rebel forces under Maceo at Casi-
guas, between Bano and Guines, In
the Province of Havana_ in which the
rebels lost 20 killed and many wound-
ed.

Ottawa, March b6.—(Special)—The
Hon. Mr. Ives, resuming the debate on
the Remedial bill, sald that as the rep-
resentative of the Protestant minority
of Quebec he had naturally given a
great deal of study to the manner in
which the position wag affected by the
Present question. Hg gave a resume
of the school laws of Ontario and Que-
bec at the time of Confederation, show-
ing that the Catholic majority In Qie-
bec really controlled the machinery by .
Which the Protestant schools were con-
ducted and therefore had ft In their
bower to destroy the usefulness of
their schools by imposing objection-
able text-books, etc., upon them. In
the school laws of Ontario the samfe
defeot was observable as regards ab-
sence of safeguards for the preserva-
tion of the Roman Catholic character
of the Separate schools. Then the
Legislature of the Province of Quebec,
in pursuance of the promise of Sir
Hector Langevin and  Sir George E.
Cartier, passed an act establishing the
composition of the Council of Public
' Instruction, the board to be composed
of a certain number of Protestants;
and to these Protestants was left the
entire management of the dissentient
schools. More than that, the fund for
higher education was divided propor-
tlonately as to the population between
the Protestants and Roman Catholics,
So that instead of the Protestants of
Mcntreal getting but one-fourth and
of Ontario but two-thirds of their con-
tribution, they were given the whole
of it. It would be seen, therefore, why

as concerned for the maintenance
of"the constitutional rights.
Justifies the Governmnient,

He proceeded to justify the action of
the Government in the course it had
taken, If Mr. Greenway had been anx-
lous to remedy the Catholioc grievance
he could have done it long ago. (Hear,
hear.) What need was there for in-
vestigation? The French Liberals do
not want any investigation, because
they have already made up their
minds that the present bill {s not Strong
enough.: The Government do not re4
quire any investigation; they are sat-
isfled. They have rendered their judg-
ment and that judgment is in accord-
ance with the judgment of the Privy
Council. The irrecencilables in this
House do not want any information,
because .if you were to pump informa-
tion into them for a hundred years
they would still be opposed to Separ-
ate schools; and would not want any-
thing done. Then who wants further
information? For what reason should
further information -be obtained? We
know, on the other hand, that if this
question §g not settled in this House
at this session it becomes a question
in the next general election; and if it
doees, does not that increase a hundred-
fold the danger to the fabric of Con-
federation?

If
the leader of the Opposition and his
followers would do a$ their consciences
tell them they ought to do and as
many of them are begging permission
to do, that is, join us in settling this
question—they would find themselves
a great deal more comfortable when
they go home at Easter and we shall
have thig vexed question removed from
the sphere of current politics. (Loud
