Hon. Charles Drury of Barrie, Ont., the
president, occupled the chair and opencd
the meeting. He regretted that the work
of the conference was still limited to the
province, and that it had not been extcna-
ed thruout the Dominlon. He was also
sorry that the Alexandria reformatory, the
bullding which was started by the ‘Thomp-
son Government, had not yet been complet-
ed,

Objects of the Conference.

The objects of the conference—prison re-
form and out-door relef, were progressing,

lief to the outsiders without pauperizing
the people, 4

The president read a letter from Hom. J.
R. Stratton, Preovinclal secretary, regret-
ting his Inability to be present, but assuy-
ing the conference that whatever scheme

Prof, Goldwin Smith on Begging.

Thepe
is alsp a large class of persons who have
comitted crimes so grave that -the com-
munity properly insists that they shall be
lmprisoned for its protection, their of-
fences being accepted as proot that they
are unfit to be at liberty.

“But there remain nany -whose reforma-
Xlon without imprisonment may reasoi-
ably be expected. They are mainly minor
offenders, whose . offences. do not indicate
criminality; many whose offences are the
result of sudden impuises; some who have
fallen thry drunkenness, and some whose
crices were due to circumstances not like-
ly to arise again. There are aiso some
who bave committed serious oftences who
may be treated in this way—men whose
gﬂe’zeces do not f{ndicate criminal charac-
er.

Probation System Endorsed,

In Massachusetts' where the probation
system has been in vogue for nine years,
much good had been derived. Metween
5000 and 6000 were taken under super-
vision every year, with excellent results,
The work cost about $59,000 a year, while
the annual saving was more than $70,000,
President Drury stated that there was
nothing in Canada operated on the !ines of
the probation System, and that the nearest
approach to It was the ‘‘suspended sen-
tence’’ system,

Mr. James Massle, representing the Pris-
oners’ Aid Assoclation, told of the many
efforts put forth here to better the system
in vogue at present, There was nothing
like the probation system here, and its
absence was keenly felt. There was a
mighty work to be done here, and he
urged for better organization to pravent
overlapping, It was necessary to prevent
children - from being beggars, and gars
from being criminals,

Several others spoke on the question, all
agreeing thaf the probation system as
operated In Massachusetts was the ' best
ever attempted.

Treatment of Inebriates.

Dr. Willlam Oldright read a paper on
‘‘The Treatment of Inebriates,” which was
prepared by Dr, Gilbert Gordon, president
of the Toronto Medical Sodety, The
disease could be prevented, and what was
wanted was the removal of the causes.
The paper referred to a bill that will come
before the Ontarlo Legisiature at the next
session, outlining methods for the treating
of inebriates, The proposed system in part
is:." “In every city of. the province with
20,000 or more population, the Police Com-
missioners appoint probation officers, who
will have supervision over all inebriates
who are- out on suspenden sentence.
At the end of the probation, if the
ense 1s favorable, the person be dis-
charged; If not, a sentence be impos-
ed, That a medical expert be appainted
as a superintendent to look after the
medical treatment. In simple cases, or
them ore hopeful ones, treatment be pro-
vided at home; in second-class cases,
treatment be given to the patients in
cottage hospitals, or in specially arranged
wards in general hospitals. The patients
be given employment, and that they pay
for their treatment in instalments, That
a committee of consultation be appointed
by the Government, consisting of three
physiclans of standing in the province to
co-operate with the superintendent in
carrping out the provisions of the bilL.”

1da Boles, a 17-year-old girl, who liyes at
62 Essex-street,detalled Barnes’ movements
on Tuesday night and up till a few hours
before he was found dead. She testified
that, while out in the company of her sls-
ter and Richard Neville of 10 Melvme-u.ve‘
rue, she met the deceased a little after 9
o’clock at the Clinton-street rallway cro‘u-
ing. The party remained there some it-
tle time, and the two young men did con-
siderable drinking from two bottles of whis-
key, secured by the witness.at the home
of her employer on St. George-street.
Barnes soon became intoxicated, and when

the party left at 10.30 to go to the vacant
lot f:wis just able to watk. On the way,
witness' sister decided to go home, ind
the others went to the spot where Barnes
was found dead,
‘Where Barnes Fell Ade:p. ot

After reaching the vacant lot, the p:
sat down unde% a tree, and Barnes sool
fell asleep. Bome time afterwards, wit-
ness heard the deceased breathing hard
and to waken him, but falled. About
an hour later, Police Constable Rutherford
ut in an appearance and told them to go
gome. Barnes got up and staggered off,
but witness could not say whethér he went
home,altho she believed be returned to the
place again after the policeman had passed
on.

She remained in e yard until daylight
and then started for her place of employ-
ment,
