Speakers All Condemn Free Trade
fdeas and Stick to the Old
National Poliey.

An enthusiastic meeting under the aus-
pices of Ward 1 Liberal-Conservative As-
sociation was held last night in Dingman’s
Hall. There was a large turnout. Presi-
dent Rebert  Defries occupled the chalr.

Conservative Party Strong.

Mr. W. F. Maclean explained that he had
met with the Conservatives of Ward 1 to
have an enjoyable evening. Regarding the
Conservative party, they were as stropg
as ever and looking well after their inter-
ests in Ottawa. In reference to the Cook
charges, Mr. Maclean was convinced that
the (-muj‘gcs made by Mr. Cook have al-
ready béen proven. The Liberal party has
been fyund guilty of trafficking in Senator-
ships to rasse money for political purposes.

An unusual spectacle had been presented
in the House on Thursday, when Mr. Ralph
Smith, the labor representative, m an ad-
dress, stated that the best thing for the
country was free trade, *'l take objection.”
sald Mr, Maclean, *‘to Mr. Smith's state-
ment., We want to keep our own labor
for our own people, and our own markets
for our own peopile.” [Cheers.]

Real Preferential Trade,

The speaker pointed out that Great Brit-
ain to-aay, with its free trade policy, was
passing over its steel industry to the
United States, whose people are provec-
tionists. Canada is willing, said Mr. Mac-
lean, to give BEungland a preference if this
country gets one in return, This was to-
day the nght between the two parties, The
Conservative party does not believe in free
trade. In cnuclqs)on, Mr. Maclean declared
that, contrary to rumors, he believed that
the Provincial elections would be on now
any day.

‘foronto Members Work Hard,

Dr. Sproule expressed pleasure at beiug
wresent, the invitation being received from
Mr. J. B. Leroy, ‘‘one of the staunchest
supporters of the party.,” Toronto was
regarded as the banner city of the country.
A city that sent such capable representa-
tives to Ottawa was to be admired, and
the people who sent them to Parliament
he was glad to meet.

Mr, James Kendry spoke along the line
of trade matters. The Government was
to-day working ugder the .old Natfonal
Policy in mak.ng faws for the Dominion.

'T'he speaker maintained
that if any preference was to be given
Great Britain ghould get it. Speaking of the
immigration policy, Mr. Kendry said the
Douknobers were not fit to associate with
the people of Canada.

Mr. Clare of Waterloo said: ‘I have
worked for the Natlonal Poiicy, and it is
the National Polley that has built up my
business.” As an employer of labor, the
speaker had never had a strike in  his
manuvfactory: he ‘was on Intimate terms
with his employes, a state of affairs whica
should exist between employer and em-
ploye.

Invincible in Toronto,

Mr. Clarke wus greeted with cheers. He
accepted the opportunity to congratulate
thie clectors of Ward 1 on their victory last
November in electing Mr. Kemp. The
Conservativé party, he said, is invincible
in all the Torontos and the tweo Yorks.
This was more than demonstrated, said
)lr. Clarke, at the last Dominion election.
I'he speaker paid a high tiibute to Dr.
Sproule on his abilities as a parliamentari-
an.  Mr. Clarke spoke ‘strongly against
the Liberal policy of free trade. He want-
ed to see a preferential tariff Dbetween
Cannda and the Mother Country, and not
a restricted reciprocity policy with the
United States.
