President Dougall’s Address.

In his Annual address, the president
congratulated the Province of Ontario
upon the bright prospects for victory
in the referendum vote in December
next. He referred to many things that
had to be surmounted in the campaign,
and reminded them that united effort
was the only effective path to victory.
“Should a referendum be fair or un-
fair,” he said, ‘“‘even whether it is
honest or dishonest, and quite apart
from its immediate legislative conse-
quer.ce, every vote cast for prohibition
counts one in the mind of the public
and in the minds of the politicians for
prohibition, and every vote not cast
for prohibition counts one against it.
Nobody watches more closely than do
the politicians, friendly and unf.ﬁquly
alike, the currents of public opinion.
‘We ourselves do not scan as ecarefully
as they do the returns of votes upon
the liquor traffic. If even the well-
intentioned among them treated us as
a negligible quantity, while they have
quailed before the liquor men, it is
because such is their deduction from
theiry most careful observations. The

outlbok for a creditable fight in_ On- |

tario is most hopeful. Concerning the
discouraging opinion given by John
Charlton and his reasons therefor, ‘as
to the result of the referendum, Presi-
dent Dougall declared that the Scott
Act was weak because it was confined
to local limits. The desired amendment

to the act was that its operations be |

extended to include whole provinces
-and that its enforcement be put In
other than provincial hands. These ob-
jections were absent from the present
law.

Continuing, be said: “We must never
corsent to any belittlement of the
Scott Act. It is the most beneficial
law we have upon the statute book,
and has greatly diminished drinking
wherever its enactment has been in
any degree enforced. The greatest
mistake we ever made was to let it
drop.” He pointed out that the act
had been repealed out of sympathy
for those against whom it was en-
forced.

The pledge-signing campaign was -de-
clared to be one of the most important
means of success recommended by the
reucrt of the Executive, which was
referred to the Business Committee.

The Late Election.

The report of the Executive was

read by J. J. Maclaren, K.C,, and re- |

viewed the events of the past year,

dealing at length with the most im- |

portant—that of the deliverance of the
Privy Council on the Manitoba Act—
and the conmsequent vote in Manitoba.
Temperance legislation in Ontario was
also referred to, and in connection with
the action of the Ontario branch it
commented as follows:

‘“The Ontario branch of the Dominion
Alliance expressed strong dissatisfac-
tion with the terms of the referendum.
A general provincial election was ap-
proaching, and an appeal 'was made
to the electors to:take action to gecure
the return of representatives in favor
of a prohibitory law. A vigorous cam-
paign was carried on, some {ndepen-
dent candidates were nominated, and
a number of candidates nominated by
existing parties promised to support
prohibitory {egislation. The general
result of this campaign will not be
known until the new legislature meets.
In the meantime the Ontario brunch
of the Dominion Alliance
an energetic campaign to secure as

large a vote as possible in favor of |

prohibition on Dec. 4.”

The report showed that requests for
prohibitory legislation had been re-
fused by the governments of New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, and that

an amendment to the Canada Temper- |

ance Act, iniroduced during the last
session by ™. B. Flint, M.P, had
been turned down. The Minister of Mi-!
litia was commended for his refusal to
accede to the request of the General
Officer Commanding the Militia, that
kertain restrictions to the sale of liquor
in canteens be removed.
Recommendations of Counecil,

The report embodied the following re-
icommendations:

1, That,-while refusing to accept as
a final settiement of the liquor ques-
tion any measure short of total national
prohibition, the Council expresses its
gratification at the decision of the Im-
perial Privy Council, further defining
the power of Provincial legislatures,
thus opening the way for the enact-
ment of further effective medsures of
partial prohibition.

2. That steps be taken to secure at
the next session of the Dominion par-
liament the enactment of such a meas-
ure of amendment of the Canada Tem-
perance Alct as will secure the better
enforcement of that act in those parts

of the Dominion in which it is in op-|

eration.

3. That all churches and temperance
societies be requested to inaugurate an
active movement to secure signatures
to a total abstinence pledge, submit-
ting a pledge form to members of
ichurches, Sunday schools, Young Peo-
ple's societies, gnd having public ad-
dresses and sernilons delivered in favor
of total abstinence. In thi$ connection,
the following form of pledge is sug-
gested:

“I promise to abstain from the use
of intoxicating liquors as a beverage,
and to discountenance such use by
others.”
