Minister Blair Agrees to Con-
sider Amendment to Railway
Act re Station Connection.

STRONG SUPPORT IN THE HOUSE

Ottawa, June 26— (Special,)—Another
ooon has come down, this time from his
perch in the Dominion parliament.

The Minister of Railways, who, two
days ago, described W. F. Maclean’s
amendment in behalf of independent
telephone lines as confiscatory, and who

* pranded the mover a radical and social-
st for daring to suggest that independ-
ent telephone companies should have
access to railway stations on equal
terms with the Bell Telephone Com-
pany, has thought it wise to pause and
consider.

A keen debate, in which Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and Hon, A. G. Blair partici-
pated, led up to the assurance given,
with ill-grace, that the government
would try to do something along the
lines of Mr. Maciean's amendment,

Showed the Injustice,

Mr. Maclean returned to the attack
when the railwdy bill came before the
House this afternoon. He showed the
iujustice of the existing agreement be-
tween the Bell Telephone Company and
the railways, and several members, in-
cluding Frank Oliver, Liberal member
for Alberta, took up the fight on behalf
of the people-

Mr. Maclean questioned the bona
fides of the Minister of Railways on
this question. He showed that Mr.
Blair is president of the New Bruns-
wick Telephone Company, in which
company Mr. Sise, president of the Bell
Telephone Company is a heavy stock-
holder. The two companies, Mr. Mac-
lean claimed, are really one conceri. He
demanded to know how Hon. A. G.
Blair, with such entanglements, could

be relied upon to defend the interests
of the people. The member for East
York went so far as to say that Mr.
Blair should resign his portfolio, and, .
failing a voluntary retirement, the Pre-.
_mier should demand his resignation.

With some show of heat, Sir Wilfrid

defended the conduct of his colleagus,
" and declared that British constitutional
practice had-not been violated, and as-
serted the right of a Minister to hold
office in a respectable company- The
Premier had not proceeded far when it
became evident that he was less indif-
terent to the grievances of the victims
of the .Bell Telephone Company than he
was when the subject came before the
House two days ago. He had not ex-
pected such -a strong support to Mr.
Maclean's amendment as ‘was given it
by Jabel Robinson, Henry Cargill, Dr.
Sproule, E. F. Clarke, Houghton Len-
pox and by the Premier's own support-
er, Frank Oliver of Alberta.
Sir Wilfrid Hot,

Sir Wilfrid finally admitted that the
amendment was worthy of considera-
tion, but on account of what he called
Mr. Maclean’s “insulting language,”
he asked the House to vote it down.
This petulance on the part of the Pre-
mier provoked derisive comments. It
was not.to be expected that the Pre-
mier, while admitting that the pecple
suffered an injustice at the hands of a
monopoly, would make no effort to rem-
edy it, simply because some une used
language he did not like.

ally assume, but Mr. Blair was appar-
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ently less anxious to have the .
ment voted down. After cousidy
hedging and sparring, he agreey
give the question his serious considy \
tion, provided Mr. Maclean would wii
draw his amendment. To this propos:y
Mr. Maclean assented, on
distinet understanding that
did so without prejudice to 8,
amendment which he will move at a
later stage of the bill.

_ Mr. Blair says he does not know how |
much hacan do to mitigate the griev- |
ance under which independent telepnone
éompanies labor, but he will try to do
something: From the position the Min-
ister took on Wednesday last to the
position he retreated” to under pressure |
this afternoon is a far cry. Mr. Blair
has not failed to notice that there is in
parliament a strong sentiment against
the ailliance between the Bell Telephone
Company and the railways, and the out-
look, while uncertain, is promising.
Telephone .Question Again,

Mr. Maclean’s amendment, requiriag
railways to give, subject to the approv-
al of the board, equal facilities to tele-
phone companies, and declaring existing
contracts to the contrary null and void
was again brought up in -connection
with clause 234 of the Railway Commis-
sion bill. To the suggestion of the Min-
ister of Railways, that the amendment
would disfigure the bill, Mr. Maclean re-
plied that Mr. Blair had himself ineert-
ed an analogous clause prohibiting rall-
way companies discriminating against
express companies, He admitted that
the analogy was not quite complete,
but why, he asked, should discrimina-
tion be forbidden in the case of express
companies, and not in the case of tele-
phone companies?

Mr. Maclean read the contract be-
tween the Bell Telephone Company and
the C.P.R., under cover of which inde-
pendent lines are shut out of railway
stations. Independent companies, he
claimed, should have the same privi-
leges in railway stations as the Bell-Tele-
phone Company. The rallways of Can-
ada had been subsidized with millions
in cash and lands, and the people de-
served better treatment at their hands,

Mr. Maclean called the attention of
the Minister of the Interior, who had
just entered the House to the accom-
paniment of loud applause from the
Liberal bench, to the injustice of the
agreement. The west, Mr. Maclean
said, are acquiring the telephone habit,
These western farmers could not estab-
lish an independent line or a munici-
pal service so long as they were denied
connection with railway stations,

A Nefarious Contract,

“It is a nefarious contract,” declared

Mr. Maclean. “It is a contract con-

trary to the public policy, and I believe |

that in the courts it will be so held.
I have attempted to have it so held,
but I have not yet succeeded, and I
am appealing to parliament tG declare
that such ocontracts are illeyal and
against public policy.”

Mr. Maclean described as shameful
the exclusion of the municipal lines of
Fort Arthur and Fort Willlam from

the railway station of those towns. He |
had heard a Liberal M.P. say in one of |

the committee rooms the other day,
that if this is attempted in the North-
west the people will rise and cut the
wires. Tt was not a fact, Mr. Maclean
that the agent's time would be
taken ug if independent lines were
granted admision to railway stations.
The railway companies were only too
glad te have telephone communication
with the public,

Freight Charges lllegal
So Manufacturers Claim

Were Not Authorized by Govern-
ment—What Canadian Freight
Association Says.

That the raillways are under the
impression' that Canadian merchants
are “easy” is evident from the man-
ner in which freight rates have been
advanced in the last three years, ac-
cording to the Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation. On January 1, 1900, “Union
Classification of Freight No. 11” was
issued by a committee representative
of the different railways of Canada.
This was authorized by the Dominion
government. Every two or three
weeks since that date bulletins have

Reason for the Changes.

“Since 1900 there have been many
changes in the condition of things re.|
lating to railways and freight; for
instance, every weex there is a manu-
factured article new upon the market
that needs classification, and then
there is the great improvement in |
the railroads’ roliing stock. A large
percentage of freight cars have been
built and improved, so that they are |
able to carry a very much heavieri
load. This fact, of course, would mean '
that the shippers would have to pay‘
more per car, but then they have the!
privilege of shipping that muoh more
freight. There has been no change in
the freight rates since last summer. |

The menihers of the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association grew curious at
this point and referred the matter to'
the government. They have now re
ceived word that all changes since
January 1, 1900, are illegal, as they
have not received the sanction of the
Governor-General-in-Council.

NEGROES PREDICT WER

BETWEEN THE TWO RACES

Lynchings and Burnings of Colored
Men in U.S. Goading Africans
to Desperation.

Milwaukee, Wis., June 26.—The pos=
sibility of war between the white
and black races in the United Stafes
was tne chief subject of discussion of
the Chicago and St. Paul conference of
the African Methodist Sunday School
Association to-day- In spite of the
announcement at the opening of the
conference yesterday that the gather=
ing would not discuss politics but re=
ligion, the negroes, inflamed by the
series of lynchings in the south and
elsewhere, broke away from restraint
and before the end of to-day's
sion - adopted strong - resolutions pro-

| testing against the murder of negroes

without semblance of trial. The re=

solutions referred particularly to tha
recent lynching of a negro at Wil=
mington, Del.

The vesolution was as follows :

“When 10,000,000 obedient, patienty
law abiding,and peaceful citizens coma
to realization of the woful fact,
that they must eat bread, drink water,
and pour out their life's blood fon
the quelling intarnal insurrection
and the repelling of outside foes with
the bloody flag of mob violence, lynch
and court injustice flaunted i
their faces from the rising of the sumn
to the geing down of the eame, is it
to be thought strange when they rise
up to cry, ‘It is time for action'?”

Possibility of Bloodshed.

During the session, in the heat of
debate, there were frequent references
to the possibility of bloodshed if tha
whites did not take steps for the pro=
tection of the colored race.

“Newspapers of this country that
have published accounts of lynchings
of the south have done more to give
lessons to the youth of the land to
prejudice him on the race question
than can be eradicated in years,” de=
clared Bishop B. F. Lea, ex-president
of Wilberforce Univepsity.

“The spirit of the drezd curse of
lynching is as damnable a threat to
American civilization as to the ne-
gro,”’ ®aid the Rev. Dr. D. E. Butlen
of St. James' Church, and editor of
The Northwest Vine, in his address,
“The negro, it must not be forgot=
ten, is human and can stand only so
much. The time is fast approaching,
the time is almost here, for action.
The negro will soon be driven to
deeds of violence, and if he must act
will strike fast and for himself. If it
comes to the conclusion, or rather if
the conclésion is forced upon him,
that the majesty of the law is not ta
be upheld, he will and ought to, at tha .
