Of
this number thirty were white whiskey,
twenty-four Scotch, two. Irish, twenty-
seven gin, twelve rum and thirty
brandy. No deleterious substance was
found in any of the samples. An ex-
amination was made for alkaloids in all
whiskey samples having less than 75
Per cent. proof strength. A negativa
result was obtained in every case. The
principal adulterant is water., A com-
parison with an analysis made in 1391
shows, except in the case of gin and |
brandy, a decided improvement in the
quality of the $pirits. Gin shows a note- '
worthy falling off in strength.

New Amalgamation Combines In-
terests Hitherto at Mercy of
the Standard.

Considerable interest is taken in
many quarters in regard to the an-
nouncement that a million dollar cil
company has been organized, which in-
cludes four of the largest oil concerns
in Canada outside of the Standard Oil.
Company interests. Rumor has it
that this number is to be, or has al-

ready been, increased by six. The
| four which the chartéer names are:
{ The Grant-Hamilton Oil Company;

| the Canadian Oil Refining Company;
| the Canadian Consolidated Company,
! and the .Sun Oil Manufacturing Com-
pany of Hamilton. The six other com-
panies which are expected to join the
new formation are: The Union Pe-
troleum Company of Canada: the

Gall-Schneider Company of Montreal;
the Walker Oil Company of Winni-
peg; the Sterling Oil Works of Mariet-
ta, Ohio; ‘the McCort 0il Company,
Petrolea, and the Elgin Field Oil' Com-
pany. The new company is known
as the Canadian Consolidated Oil Coin-
pany, and is to have its head offices
at Toronto. Its provisional directors
are: J. Kerr, Petrolea; E. R. Clark-
son, T. Ramsey, and L. Bauer, Ham-
flton; D. B. Hanna, J. Main, W. D.
Lummis, T. H. Hamilton, Joseph
Wright and W. P. Bull, Toronto; W.
J. Lovering, Coldwater; H. Playfair,!
Midland; W. J. Sheppard, Waubau-
shene; W. Irwin and R. Hall, Peter-
boro.

Struggle of Giants.

As this i{s the largest concern the
Standard Oil Company have ever had
to deal with in Canada, and as they
will surely be a factor in the field t't_)r
business, it is looked upon as certain
that there will be a struggle betw:=en
the two who will control nearly the
entire output of oil in Canada. It is
declared by some that the fight has
already begun. It is said that prices
are being altered on both sides. But
just how the two big amalgamations
are going to affect the public is the
speculation just'now. Will they .gPt
together and arrange to hold the prices
up or, by fighting, give the public the
benefit of cheap oil? This is one of
the questions now ocupying the minds
of those directly interested.

The assertion was made yesterday
that the principal people behind the
consolidation are Americans, who have
been interested in Canadian oil com-
panies for a number of years, as well
as having extensive connections in the
United States. W. T. Todd, A. A, and
C. W. Jamieson of the Cornplanter Re-
finery Company of Warren, Pa., are
the chief shareholders in three of the
companies that are amalgamating. W.
T. Todd is manager and president of
the Cornplanter Refinery. Among tne
other oilmen who are actively interest-
ed in the matter is T. H. Hamilton,
who, it is said, will be manager of the
Canadian Consolidated Company.

Tog *>ther They Stand.

It is further said that these men, who
have been for years making a fight in
one way or another against the Stand-
ard Oil Company, and who have !lost
in their attempts to secure sufficient
business ,or to make terms with that
vompany, have now decided to unite
their interests and offer their Cana-
dian holdings to the public by allowing
them to subscribe shares. in the new
company., Their first venture in the
Canadian fleld was in Hamiiton, by the
formation of the Sun Oil Manufactur-
ing Company. It is said that they were
willing to sell to the Standard after

making an unsuccessful attempt to
.make their business profitable, They

failed in this.  They then decided to be-
come a still greater competitor or hy
the creation of the Gall-Schneider
Company of Montreal. They soon uc-
quired a controlling interest in 1he
Canadian Oil Refining Company cf
Hamilton, and afterwards built a re-
finery in Petrolea in conjunction with
several local men.

In 1901, they went to the Dominion
parliament to request that the duty
on coal oil be lowered or removed.
The Standard peopie were there to
block them. They failed to have the
tariff altered. But when the Stan-|
dard made application this year to the
government to remove the duty cn
crude oil passing into Canada from the
United States opposition came from
the previous applicants. The right
this time was a bitter one, tho the
hand of the opposition was not shown.
A circular was distributed all over the
country and there were agents in
Sarnia working up the feeling against
the government granting the request
of the Standard.

Two Views on the Tariff.
The Standard people were as Aac-
tively engaged and succeeded in =e-

curing the nanies of the majority of
the oil men resident there to a declara-
tion to the effect that they looked
upon a lowering or removal of the
tariff as to their advantage., The rea-
son for the change in tariff is that the
supply of oil on the Canadian side
is decreasing and there is not now
nearly enough to supply the demand.
The prominent interests in the con-
solidation do not now want the tariff
interfered with, as they will have from
the Canadian oil fields all the oil they
will require to supply their trade.
The Standard, on the other hand, if
the output on the Canadian side falls

{ off, will be forced to get their extra
