SOLDIER LESSON

W. E. Turley Claims Irresponsi-
X hie Elementlnjures Cause. .
of Veteran. ;

Commenting on the results of the

municipal elections thruoyt the prov-
ince, W. E. Turley, secretary of the
Ontario Provincial Command of the

The goldier candidates
for public offices have met with the
same fate. and it §s extremely un-
fortunate that the excellent qualities
and claims of the returned soldier citi-
zens should have been ignored be-
cause of the misrepresentation of their
desires and ideas. We needed some-
thing to steady wus, and perhaps the
lessgn of the elections thruduts the
prov will supply our requirements
in that regard.”
