Benjamin Furnell, leader of the Israel­
ite House of David, are made in an 
affidavit introduced in the court in the 
$200,000 damage suits brought against 
l’urnell by Ruth Bamford Reed, seven­
teen, of Detroit and her sister, Gladys 
Bamford Hnbel. Attorneys for the 
cult leader won a temporary order con­
tinuing service on a writ of cap ai s, re­
turnable February 18.

Scathing denouncement of the prac­
tices and habits of the high lord of 
the Israelites featured the reading. De­
spite the efforts of attorney for Pur­
nell an affidavit of Mrs. Reed was 

( read in open court, in which revolting 
charges were alleged against Purnell. 
Gave Up Their Property.

Mrs. Reed says that her father and 
mother, wealthy residents of Mel­
bourne, Australia, were induced by 
Purnell in 1804 to leave their home and 
become members of the House of 
David. All their property was turned 
over to Purnell, Bamford working with­
out compensation.

Much of their jewelry, valued at sev­
eral thousand dollars, Is now worn by 
Purnell and his wife, Mary, Mrs. Reed 
asserts. Her mother’s wedding ring 
even adorns the finger of Mary Pur­
nell, so completely under the dominion 
of the high priest has the Bamford 
family become, says Mrs. Reed.

When she was four years old she 
was taken from her parents and put 
under the supervision of Purnelüs 
agents, the affidavit continues. Later 
she was sent to the home of a woman 
supervisor, who Instructed and trained 
twenty-seven girls In the doctrines and 
practices of the sect, His. Reed eeys.

They were taught to believe that any 
thing Purnell did or said was sacred 
and right and an act of God.

When she was taken once a week 
to the House of Benjamin, the home of 
the chief, here, she was given the plea­
sure of reading with him and enjoying 
the rare treat of candy and cakes. 
Charges Mistreatment.

Under this pretense. Mis. Reed 
charged, Purnell mistreated her, such 
conduct continuing until she was six­
teen years of age. She was threatened 
with punishment and disgrace and told 
ti>nt whatever Purnell did was a sacred 
jiuty.
■' After Purnell tired of her . he at­
tempted to force her marriage to Ro­
bert Reed, a member of the colony, 
Mrs. Reed says. She was married fol­
lowing repeated refusals and protesta­
tions, and only consented om the plead­
ings of her mother, the affidavit relates.

London, Feb. 10—(Canadian Press)— 
The preliminary correspondent of the 
Canadian Press wires that the new ses­
sion opening on next Tuesday will be 
a severe testing time for all the parties. 
In the short and stormy winter session 
the Premier and his ministers were not 
really put upon their mette with the ex­
ception of the new attorney-general, 
Sir Douglas McG. Hogg, who without 
any previous parliamentary experience 
conducted the Irish treaty bill with 
consummate skill.

The main business of the coming 
session will be the settlement of the 
debt to the U. S. and the Rhur tangle 
with its bearing upon the Entente, also 
the budget and unemployment and the 
highly contentious rents.

The beer tax question will be up for 
discussion, os well as the income tax.

amounting to a total of about £20,000,-
