Segration of
AsiaticsIn
Africa Urged

(Canadian Press, via Reuter’s.)

Capt Town, April 18.—The House
of Assembly yesterday debated a mo-
tion presented by the ministerialist
member, McKeurlan, urging the segre-
gation of Asiatics. By that means only,
he contended, could Indians obtain
citizen rights.

An Amendment was moved by the
Labor member, Strachan, providing for
equal pay for equal work and demand-
ing a more vigorous repatriation policy.!

Hon. Patrick Duncan, Minister of |
the Intc;ior, emphasized the impossi-
bility of 'dealing with such a delicate
problem = without considering outsidc‘;

Asiatics besides Indians were watch-|
tng developments. The minister point- |
ed out that a majority of the Indians
in South Africa had been born there|
and could not be emigrated wholesale. |
He doubted whether segregation in
urban areas would solve the problem,
but he proposed to introduce a meas-
yre providing for residential and h'ad-l
ing segregation next session.

Senator ' Chapais Draws &
~Comtparisor” Between ‘the
Economic Conditions  in
France and Germany—If
One Nation is to Collapse
it Must be Germany.

P
(By. Ganadian Press.)

Ottawa, April 18. — Hon, Thomas
Chapais in’the Senate last night deliv-
ered a two hours’ address in defence |
of the French occupation of the Ruhr
district.

Sénator -Chapais maintained that
Germany was capable of hearing the |
burden inflicted by the reparations'
proposals. Germany hed quit the war
beaten but not disabled. She had no
devastated territory. Her recovery
was marvellous in trade, production
and shipping. When the peace treaty
was signed, Germany had 490,000 tons
of shipping; now ‘she had 2,188,000
tons. In 1920 her twenty-four largest
industrial companies' paid dividends
from fifteen to thirty per cent. The
Krupp company in 1820 showed a pro-
fit of 75,000,000 marks. The German
budgrt called for one billion marks for
the construction of houses where none
had been destroyed, and yet it was
said she-could not pay for those de-
stroyed in France. Germany was
spending five billion marks annually on

her amy and navy. There was no
doubt that Germany could pay for the
devastated areas in France if she used
economy in government.

France had quit the war victorious
but exhausted. One-fifth of the rev-
enue in France had been ‘lost during
the war by German destruction, yet

the French were paying today for gov-|-

ernment five times as much as in the
pre-war days. From the resources
they had left they had built 855,000
houses, re-established 5,800 industries.
France had done this by retrenchment

0

in government and by taxing the peo-
ple, while the Germans were extrava- |
gant in government and were not tax-|
ing their people. France was spending |
but one-half on her army and navy of|
what Great Britain was spending. The/|
great burden of the French Govern-|
ment was for restoration and pensions, |
both of which the peace conference had |
caid that Germany should pay, and|
Germany had egreed to 'pay but |
wouldn’t, ~ Francc was faced with
bankruptcy if Germany was permitted
to escape responsibility. France could
net further pay these abnormal annual
costs.

Senator Chapais held that if one na-
fion must collapse it should be Ger-
many and not Fronce, as civilization
needed France, and concluded with an
appeal for the maintenance of the
Anglo-French alliance.

- SIGNED TODAY

Ornamental Lighting Sys-
tem and Equipment for
Outside Switching Super-
structure.

According to the general sentiment
in the streets today, yesterday was a
very satisfactory day in hydro circles
at City Hall. There is widespread ap-
proval of the City Council’s action in
turning down the proposal to hand
the current over to the N. B. Power
Company.

Subsequent action of the council

prepared the way for the signing to-
day of a contract with the Canadian
General Electric Co., for the erection
of the ornamental lighting system and
with the St. John Iron Works for the
construction of a steel super-struc-
ture for the outside switching equip-
ment, and one with the C. G. E. for
the switching equipment itself. These
contracts were signed this morning
by the civic commission and the suc-
cessful tenderers.
The contractors for the ornamental
lighting system will start at once to
get the preliminaries arranged and
the actual, visible work will be
commenced soon.

The matter of a contract for the
supplying of electric wire and pole
transformers for the distribution - sys-
tem will be dealt with on Thursday.
The C. G. E. tender has been recom-
mended by the civic commission for
this material and the company’s rep-
resentative here said today that im-|
mediately on the signing of the lcon- |
tract the company would be able to|
deliver from the stock sufficient mater-
jal to allow the commission to erect
at least a mile of the system with-
ip a week. Some of the poles for the
system are already here and others on
the way and the matter of a con-
tract for their erection will be the sub-
ject of a recommendation by the civic
commission at the next meeting of
the council.

The three big transformers for the
city sub-station have been shipped
and should be in St. John within ten
days, so Barry Wilson, engineer of
the Civic Commission said today.

New York Tribune Sgeaks
of Former St. John Man
as a Great City Editor.

Under the heading: “A Great City
Editor,” the New York Tribune says
of the late Thomas: M. Dieuaide, for-
merly of St. Johnj ' A

“A ‘large part’of ‘thesold. Evening
Sun ' in its palmiest days' ~wss Tom
Dieuaide, who died’ this week: His
newspaper descendants, ‘his cubs that
he licked into shape and sent out into
the world, now are scattered far and
wide; but their affection for their first
boss ‘is still a warm bend ‘of reminis-
cence whenever two of them foregath-
er. .

“Like most able mnewspaper . men,
Tom Dieuaide was a unique:patterh
and a‘law unto himself. In training
men and handling men he was for a
generation one of the outstanding ‘city
editors of New York. He probably
violated more Tules of formal ‘execu-
tive efficiency than any other execu-
tive who ever ltved. He was a small
man, too keenly humorous to attempt
any side. No matter how 'urgent. the
excitement or vast the story, he gave
his orders in a low, gentle tone—
phrased as a rather shy fequest as of-
ten as not. He left the working out
of an assignment entirely to the re-
porter, seldom giving detailed instruc-
tions.

“He could waste untold time
casual, whimsical talk—and handle a
story, write a new ‘lead’ or a front page
‘streamer,’ letter perfect, as fast as a
flying pencil could move. Superficial-
ly he seemed about as effective an ex-
ecutive as would be Sir James Mat-
thew Barrie. Actually, with his friend-
ly, casual directions, he gripped his
staff in a devoted loyalty that brough!.
every last ounce of ability to the serv-
ice of the paper.

“It was largely his sensitive taste
that kept The Evening Sun, now The
Sum, true to a high standard of writ-
ing, that made much of its news col-
umns, like /the columns of every ably
written journal, day after day, in a
very real sense, literatare. Utterly un-
| known to the general public, he was
a power for truth and fine craftsman-
ship in an art that enters every home
‘.and interprets the passing world for
all America.”
