Montreal Womerr Organizing F -
Dominion-Wide Campaign
Against High Price of Eggs

The following Montreal despatch re-
ceived today should have interest here,
in view of the fact that up to fifty-three
cents was charged for eggs in the coun-
try market on last Saturday. It speaks
of a boycott. Perhaps St. John house-
wives would like to join. The despatch
follows:

Montreal, Nov. 25-—Arrangements are
being completed whereby Montreal will
soon have a women’s association, formed
on lines similar to.that of the House-
wives’ League of the United States, and
it is likely that some effort will be made
to solve the problem of “the high cost
of eggs.” .

At the present time, the opinion of
several of the leaders of the local wo-
men’s clubs is that there is no organi-
zation which could take up the work of
an “egg boycott” and have it spread
through the means of such an associa-
tion to the various parts of Canada, as
it is realized that a local attempt to
boycott would be futile.
