Defence
I wish to make a motion that the third charge be dismissed. 
(Charge is read). I wish to make that motion for dismissal 
on the grounds th=t the crown has not established a prima 
facie case. The Court has heard the evidence that has been 
placed before It in relation to that charge and I submit on 
that evidence that there ie no evidence at all that the 
accused was drunk. Three policemen were heard who saw the 
accused, one at the time in question and two shortly after­
wards and all three say in -their opinion the accused was 
not drunk. They are all men who are experienced.- with persons 
who have had liquor and- on questioning they gave opinions 
as to whether a man is drunk. Each oneof those men say 
that tiie accused was not drunk. Despite the fact that 
the witness says it took 15 minutes to waken Lieut. Knox 
I still submit the crown has not established a prima facie 
case that the accused was drunk. The same witr.eae said in 
hia opinion that the accused was not drunk.. All- the 
witnesses have agreed that the accused was not drunk and I 
submit that the charge of drunkenness should be dismissed.
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Judge Advocate
