British Columbia is Alarming.

Mr. R, C. Clute, K.C., was the speaker
at the Canadian CHib‘s luncheon this
week.  Mr. Clute, who was chairman of
the Royal Commission on Oriental Labor,
which reported last year, gave a brief
digest of the work of the commission.
That the quality of our citizens was the
most important point_in building up the
nation could not hefenied. British Co
lumbia today had a' question more vital
to her than any other. It involved the
quality of her citizens. It was whether
her resources should be developed for
the benefit of all, or for a few individ
uals; whether or not society should be
divided inte two classes, a small employ-
ing class and a large servile class. The
duties of the commission over which he
presided. were first of all to acquaint
themselves fully of anti-Chinese legisia-
tion in the United States.  Then thoy
went to British Columbia to learn all
details of the industries and pursuity
in which Oriental labor was employed.
Evidence was pressed on the commiasion
from all sides. For more than ten years
the provinee of British Columbia had
done everything iv its power to bring the
question to the attention of the public.
The Chinese, it was found, first came
in large nmumbers to British Columbia
furing the gold exeitement of the sixties,
and many of them stayed in Canada.
Other hordes were brought into complete
the Oaderdonk section of the Canadian
Pacific Railway. They had always bad
cheap labor in British Columbia, first
the Indiaps, then the Chinese, now the
Japanese.  Thae total white papulation
of British Columbia, men, women and
children. was but 120,000, Of this, the
probable proportion of adult male labor
could be estimated by his hearers. The
Chinese population of adult male labor
totalled 16,000, and in the city of Vie
toria alone itsfeached upwards of 3,000,
THix was a wholly foreign element, im-
