AN ENGLISH ILLUSTRATION.
The following pasasge from Maec-
aulay’s History of England, relating to
the coinage reform schemes of the ..ue
of William III., is quoted as having a
strong bearing on the controversy of the
present day in the United States:

“Those politicians whose voice was
for delay gave less trouble than another
set of politicians, who were for a gen-
eral and immediate recoinage, but who
insisted that the new shilling should pe
worth only ninepence or ninepence hait-
penny. At the head of this party was
William Lowndes, secretary of the
treasury, and a member of parliament
for the borough of Seaford, a most re-
spectable and industrious public servant,
but much more versed in the details of
his office than in the higher points ot
political philosophy. He was not in the
least aware that a piece of metal with
the king’s head on it was a commodi*
of which the price was governed by tae
same laws which governed the price of

a. piece of metal fashioned into a Spoen
or buckle, and that it was no more Im
the power of parliament to make the
kingdom richer by calling a crown a
pound than to make the kingdom larg -r
by callicg a furlong a mile. He ser-
iously believed, incredible as it may
seem, that if the ounce of silver was
divided into seven shillings instead of
five, foreign naticns would sell us their
wines and their silks for a smaller num-
ber of ounces. He had considerable
following, composed partly of dull men
who really believed what he told them,
and partly of shrewd men who were
perfectly willing to be authorized by law
to pay a hundred pounds with eighty.
Had his arguments prevailed, the evils
of a vast confiscaton would have been
added to all the other evils which af-
flicted’ the nation: public credit still
its tender and sickly infancy would have
been destroyed; and there would have
been much risk of a general mutiny of
the fleet and army. > Happily Lowndes
was completely. refuted by Locke in a
paper ‘drawn up for the use of Somers.
Somers was delightéd with .this little
treatise, and desired that it be printea.
It speedily hecame the text ‘book of all
the most enlightened politicians in the
kingdom, and may still be read with
pleasure and - profit. The effect of
Locke’s forcible and perspicacious rea
Qomng is greatly heightened by his evi-
dent anxety 1o get at the truth, and by
the singularly generous and graceful
courtesy with which he treats an antae-
onist of powers far inferior to his own.
Flamsteed, the astronomer royal, de-
seribed the controversy well by saying
that the pmnt in dispute was whether
five was six or only five.”

It is not for tue
Times to decide any part of the question
before the disputants, but one singular
circumstance may be mentioned. As 1t
appeared first in the Gazette,-on July
16, the by-law read, clause 3: ‘"lhere
is ‘hereby settled, imposed and levied,
and there shall be raised and collected,
a special rate of one mill on the dollar
upon all land upon the assessment roll
for the year 1896 for board ol
health and bhospital purposes. :
Clause 4 provided for a special rate of
two mills on the dollar ‘‘upon all land
upon the assessment roli’’ for schol pur-
poses. In the Gazette of July 23, and
in the official advertisement in- the
Times, cach of these clauses reads, “up-
on all land and improvements.” 1f the by-
law is correct in the latter advertise-
ments, how did it come to be inserted 1n
different form at first? 1f the earlier
form is correct, who undertok to finter-
polate the words, “and improvements?”’

THE GLOBE AND THE WEST.

A favorite piece of fiction with many
of our Tory friends was the stetement
that the Liberals were sworn enemies
of the West, opposed to every measure
that had for its object the development
of the country from Lake of the Woods
to the Pacific. The falsity of the as-
sertion has been pretty Well exposed:
the people of the West have shbwn by
their actions that they no longer accept
the story as true. They will be apt to
say further that no more friendly words
than these from the Globe could be ex-
pected from any source: ‘“‘It has been
gaid that the mirister of the interior
should be a western man. We go fur-
ther, and say that every member of the
administration ought to be a western
man, in the sense of having a thorough
knowledge of the country and an appre-
ciation of its opportunities. = Personal
observation goes a long way in this di-
rection, and a visit to the West is no
formidable undertaking in these days.
It is pot enough to know by hearsay of
the wide tracts of fertile lan¥l, the rich
harvests, the vast plains, suitable for
grazing, the coal, the gold, the: forests
of British Columbia, the variety of pro-
ducts and climate which are to be: found
between Ontario and the Pacific. There
is a wide gulf between the conception
formed by “hearing or reading of these
things and that which arises from per-
sonal observation, as any visitor to the
West will testify. And we would like
to see as many of our public men as
possible converted by the process we
have indicated into zealous friends of the
West, who will: ne?er rest until its re-
sources and npportumtles receive the at-
tention they desérve. Urgent as is the
need for economiy, we- believe there is
no dispogitiorr on the part of the coun-
try to grfudge any expenditure that may
be needful for the carrying out of
well-considered projects of immigration
and settlement. But they must be well-
considered, comprehensive, business-like
proposals, not faddist notions, to be be-
gun, dropped and forgotten. The West
wants population, but it must be of the
right sort, men whe will go there with
reasonable prospeets of succeeding and
joining the ranks of unpaid, voluntary
agents and advocates of the country. It
need hardly be said that in the present
stage of development it is agricultural
population that is required, and that an
important, though not absolutely mneces-
sary, condition of success is the posses-
sion of means enough to tide the settler
over the first year or two of -his life
in the new land. 'The ciass of tenant
farmers in the old country is one upon
which it would be worth while to con-
Centrate our efforts for a time. ‘It is
not mecessary for us to indicate here
the lines upon which the work should
proceed. But if the ministers ean pre-
sent to parliament a plan which is coni-
prehepsive, which is not visionary,
which is likely to be carried out stead-
fastly to a satisfactory conclusion, our
opinion is that it would receive gener-
ous treatment from the house and the
country.”

as arbitrator, deciding in favor of the
Dutch boundary, but without prejudice

| to the rights of the bona fide French

settlers. Throughout, however, Mr.
Morley takes for granted the right of
the States to interfere in the dispute,
thus tacitly: admitting the force of the
Monroe doctrine. The rest of the ar-
ticle is a strong and eloquent plea for
the’ creation of a permanent tribunal of
arbitration, disposing of Lord Salis-
bury’s apprehensive objections as exag-
gerated and groundless.

The house 0f commons to-day adopt-
ed a motion made by the secretary of
state for the colonies, Mr. Joseph Cham-
berlain, to appoint a committee. to in-
quire into the administration of the
British Chartered: South Africa cem-
pany. The motion included an inser-
tion offered by Sir William Vernon Har-
court, Liberal leader, that the commit-
tee also inquire into the origin and cir-
cumstances of the raid of Dr. Jame-
son and his companions into the terri-
tory of the South African Republic.

After wasting three days in wrangling
over questions arising from the inspee-
tion of credentials of delegates and the
right to be admitted to the fourth’eccen-
gress, the International Socialist and
Labor and Trades Unicn opened to- day
at St. Martin’s town hall. The deleoatbs
lost no time in complaining -bitterly of
the sterility of the proceedings. 'I'hey
claimed they were sent by ‘“hungry mil-
lions” tv attend to business and not to
play into the hands of their enemies.

London, July 30.—The Pall Mall Ga-
