The Times-Herald, roughly estimating
the total output for 1897 of California,
Colorado, the  Black Hills, Arizona,
Montana, Idaho and Oregon, places the
figures at $71,300,000, and says:

“Washington, Wyoming, New Mexico
and Nevada will also be heavy produec-
ers, and their yield will be enormously
increased.”
