of surface fly-fishing. . At_all events,
the ‘effect ‘of the new mgv?:‘mon is to

make poachers “of riparian proprietors |
{along the. river, and . also range-. he

whole cotntry against the authorities
who thus attsck these time-honored
pnuleges. If the officers have been
unable to enforce the law rectnctmg
nets to one third of the channel, it is
because they have in some cases, been
poorly paid, while aome ‘who were well
enongh paid did not -exercise due
vigilance. Tt is, donbtless, to the latter
olass and the fact that we have a fishery
inspector only in ‘nameé, that we
are indebted for the fact that pro-
hibitory regnlations are made against
our - up-river salmon fishermen, which
have the effect of bringing both the
department and its ediets into con-
tempt. - This should not be, but it is
the nataral outcome . of incompetency
in high places.

We have another cnmple of the de-
partmental disposition towards our shore
fishermen, ‘in tidal waters, this season, in
the imposition of a tax.of three cents per
fathom on the tails of their salmon nets.
When the net tax was first levied the
Minister declared : that it was not for
revenue, but only a  nominal im-
post for regulation purposes. Only the
bar part of the nets were therefore taxed.
Jt, certainly, savors of both bad faith and
inconsistency to have the tax now doubled,
and to find one class of fishermen encour-
aged by bounties paid in cash by the
same government that exacts a heavy tax
on another class. In many cases, the
nets and other plant of our salmon fisher-
men are as costly as the boats and gear of

founders.. Their experience, however,
has heen that, besides Miss Hatchison
giving her time grataitously to the geueral

That for which the skunk-is
most famous, is the intolerable odor it
emits when slarmed or angry. M.
Clark has very little troubls, sinca his
animals have become tame, The well
known “‘Alaska Sable” fur, which is much
worn by ladies, smells just the same as
ever. Probably there are notenough
tame skunks yec to supyply the market.

Nearly everyboly takes an interest in
the oyster. Most of ‘usare good for
from six to twenty specimens at s time,
and we have seen ' people lose no time in-
putting three dozen out of sight.

‘The effort made
by a few persons towards the introdus-
 tion of oyster culture by private' enter:

This is well,
8o far as it goes, but the report goes on
to say that if this fishery is to be saved
from extinotion, radical regulations, look-
ing to a less destructive mode of carrying
it on, are imperative, asalready some of
the beds in New Bruaswick and P. E.
Island, which not many years azo were
condpicuons for t.lwlt oyster production,
have either become wholly exhanated; or
so nearly 80 as to. render fishery opira-
tions uo longer profitable. The once
prolific beds of Shediac, N. B, are cited
asan‘instance in point. The efforts of
the Minister of Marine and Fisherias'in
1875 to preserve and resuseitate  this
oyster bed met  with so much opposition
in the distriét thnt t they | were abandoned. |
“The only regilation in “operation’ with re-
gard to the oyster fishery is that respect-
ing the close seaszon, whick in 1885 was
fixed from the st day of Juune to the 15th
day of September every year.
