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The Remedial Bill.

We are sure that every friend of
Canada will be glad that the Remedial
Bill has been carried to its- second
reading in parliament and that M.
Laurier's scheme to precipitate 2
geueral election on a religious issue
bas failed. It had been understood by
the Liberal leader’s supporters, for
some time before the bill was introduc-
ed, that he intended to move a reso-
lution for the appointment of a com-
missionpf enquiry into the Manitoba
school question and, on the pretence
that the facts were not already known,
gsf sufficient votes to pat off the con-
sideration of the bill, and thus defeat
the Government. He, however, sud-
denly changed his tactics and, when
the bill was up for its second reading,
moved what is popularly known as the
“six months hoist.” He hoped this
motion would have a larger parliamen-
tary support than the propositien for a
commission, and he and his friends
'anticipated carrying it by a narrow
majority, which weuld, as a matter of
oourse, be a governwent defeat, involv-
ing the dissolution of parliament and
an immediate general election to be
run ou " religious issues, The good
sense of parliament has averted this
calamity, and Mr. Laurier finds him-
self in a minority of twenty-four, while
the bill has passed to its second reading
by a majority of eighteen. Meantime,
as an outcome of a visit of Sir Donald
Smith to :‘Winnipeg, and his belief
expressed in parliament that thereis a
possibility of an amicable settlement of
the question, Hon. Mr. Dickey, Minis-
ter of Justice, and Hon. Mr. Desjardins,
Minister of Militia, bave Leen com-
missioned to go to Winnipeg to hold a
conference with the Manitoba govern-
tent with the object of a settl t
being arrived at which will render the
enforcement of the Remedial Bill
‘annecessary. These representatives of
the Government will be accompanied
by Sir Donald Smith, whose knowledge
of the whole question and of the people
of Manitoba, as well  as his patriotic

'desire to have a géttlement effected

with the minority by the local authori-
ties, make hira a very valuable auxiliary
and intermediary. There wasa pro-
position to invite the co-operation of
Mr. Laurier in the matter, but his
manifest determination to keep the
question alive as a political ene, for
party purposes, has rendered it danger-
ous to trust him or any party repre-
sentative he might name to participate
in the pending negotiations. Mean-
time, the bill will be proceeded with,
for if its consideration were suspended
and the negotiations should fail, the
dissolution of parliament by lapse of

ment. Over this matter a rather bitter
raonal fight was waged between Mr,
weedie aod Mr. Burchill. The latter
carried his point by compelling the insertion
in the bill of & clause continuing Mr. Me-
Caolley in office until his successor is
appointed. This throws on the government,
really on Mr. Tweedie’s own shoulders, the
respouaibility of displacing him, aod enables
Me. Burchil! to exert what influence he can
command to have him continued in office.

‘‘The squabble over this matver, the open
racket of » few days sgo with the Attorney-
(General, " and other matters that have not
been made public, have, it is said, so greatly
weakened Mr. Tweedie that his early
reticement from the government is looked
for.

“The closing days of the session have
been trying ones to the government, for
their great strength is a woaknese. Maoy
of the members have resented the strong
efforts made to compel them to support
every guvernmeut measure, and some open
ruptures have been narrowly averted.

The malice of the suggestion that the
Towuns Iucorporation bill was introduced
by Mr. Tweedie as a set-ofl to the Chat-
ham bill will be understood when it is
remembered that the former Act was
prepared by Mr. Tweadie in the session
of 1895 and introduced in exactly its old
form this session. That bill was, there-
fore, framed long before the movement
was made by the peopls of Chatham to
have their town incorporated. More
than that—after Me. Tweedie had intro-
duced the Towns Incorporation bill, he
received the Chatham bill and was so well
satistied with its provisions thut he had
many of them embodied in his general
bill, bacause they supplied the machinery
of Polige and Civil Courts and, in other
respects, contained the latest and best
provisicns for the government of towns,
and he never even suggested that any
provision of his Towns bill should go into
the Caatham bilt.

It is not true shat **The Speaker want-
ed the il [Chatham] passed as intro-
duced.” The Speaker made no objection
to the proposition that the Chatham bill,
as introduced in the Assembly, should,
becanse of its  completenese, practically
become the Towns inzorporation bll,
while the Chatham bill should be reduced
to about one-tenth of 'its original size,
retaining only the sections necessary to
meet logal -requirements and adopting,
by referénce, the provisions of the c«ther
bill, which are necessary and common to
all town acts of incorporativn.

A Chatham gentleman who went to
Fredericton o promote the bill in behalf
of the ratepayers of the Town, discussed
the subject of the ballot in the munieci-
palities committee with Mr. Tweedie,
who opposed the mode of voting provided
forinit. Mr. Burchill (The Speake:)
favored the latter mode also, while Mr.
O’Brien—Mr. Burchill’s colleague—took
M. Tweedie’s view of the matter. It
ended however in commiitee, which
decided on adopting the change advocated
by Mr. Tweedie, and it is not true—as
the Globe states—thet ‘‘though the
Speaker objected in the House he was out-
voted.” That is made out of whole cloth
by the Globe. The question did not
come up in-the House at sll.

The Globhe is equally at sea over the
police magistracy matter. It incorrectly
says that the people of Chatham,** by
the bill,” wanted him continued in office,
“but Mr. Tweedie’'s bill legislated him
out of existence, and provided for a new
appointment.”

They don’t want it Settled.

There is a good deal of truth in a state-
ment .of Mr. Weldon in parliament on
Briday last. Ho said it was evident that
Mr. Laurier and his followera feared a
local settlement of the Manitoba School
question would be effected. True Cana-
dians, he said, deplored that' parliament
had been obliged to waste soveral years
of energy over the matter and would be
glad to see a satisfaciory solution of it.
Referring to the dispositioa shown by the
Gover t at all stages of the contro-
versy to meet the Greenway government
in a spirit of conciliation, and to the
recent visit of Sic Donald Smith to
Winnipeg, he said Sir Donald, in this
matter, had acted the pait of a patriot.
The government were deserving of thanks
for endeavoring to secure a settlement.
Much as he deplored the present condi-
tion of affairs, he was bound tv admit
the weight of evidence was againt Mr.
Martin and that the Manitoba school
measure was born in perfidy and in
breach of honor. He looked for a happy
solution of this difficulty to the great
relief of this distracted country.

The St. John Glove was svized, the
other day, with oune of its periodical fits for
manufacturing troubles betwden the
local Government and its supportersin
the Assembly, between individual mem-
bers of the Government aud their
colleagues in the House, between the
members of the Government, personally,
and, particularly, between the other
members of the Government and Mr.
Blair. If all the “*envy,hatred, malice and
uncharitableness’ which the Globe either
publishes or hints at really existed, the
Government would hardly continue to
hold together or be sustained for a day,
and a certain Domianion candidate in St.
John would -see the desire of his soul
upon Premier Blair., The Globe has
already been obliged to take back some
of its misrepresentations respecting an
alleged disagreement of the Government
with Mr. Barnes, of Kent, but we de not
suppose it will do the same in conmnection
with the missiatements of fact by means
of which it was enabled to have an accus-
tomed flipg at Surveyor-General Tweedie
against whom it appears to have an even
worse grudge than that entertained by it
for the Attorney-General, if that wers
possible. The following, which we take
from its Fredericton budget nf Saturday
last is, perhaps, the most incorrect presen-
tation of alleged facts thar we have yet
seen in connection with the matiers
before the Legislature :

The Towns bill was passed by the House,in
its second reading stage, with exceptiou of
the police magistrate section, which was
reserved, after & private conference be-
tween Messrs. Blair, Tweedie and
Barchill, the sutject being,in no way, dis-
cussed in the Ifouse. As the section
stood, there was some doubt as to whether
the office of police magistrate in 8 town
would not be vacant as soon as the
bill passed, and to clear up and prevent
that, and also meet Mr. Burchill's views
as far as posgible, it was arranged that
an addition to the esection would be pre
pared. This was en Monday night, 16th,
The bill was finally passed to its second
reading on Thursday night, and Mr.
Tweedie being confined to his room by
illness, Solicitor-General White moved
the necessary additiun to the police
magistzats section as follows :

“‘On the incorporation of any town under
this Act, or of any town incorporated by
any special Act, to which towa this Act
or any part thereof is made applicable, any
police or stipendiary Magistrate appointed
for and haviog jurisdiction in the parish
within which such town is situste shall,
aotil a police magwstrate is appointed for
the town under this Act, continue to exer-
cise ‘within the town all the powers and
be invested with all the aathority exercis-
able by or vested in such police or stipen-
di.ry wagistrate prior to such incorporation,
but on au appointment of a police magis-
trate for such town uonder this Act, the

ppointment and ission of such police
or stipendiary magistrate theretofore act-
ing in such town shall thereupon ipso facto
be cancelled. sod he shal] gease to hold
office as such police or stipendiary magis-
trate in such town ; but such lsst mentioned
msgistrate msay be appointed police magis-
trate under this Act for the said town,”

The foregoing was the amendment sub-
stituted in the Towns incrorporation act
for that which Mr. Burchill had moved
in the committee to be added .tG the
Chatham Act. As originally prepared,
it _contained the fullowing words
in addition to the above :—

“‘or for the remainder of the district in
which he exercised jurisdiction as such
police or stipendiary magistrate” —

but at Mr. Burchill’s request those words
were omitted.

THEE INJORPORATION OF CEATEAM

The last bill that paesed the second and”
third readings in the Legisliture at Fred-
ericton was that for the incorporation of
the town of Chatham, sud the measure
will go practically into operation on the
first Tuesdsy in June next, on which day
the ficat election for Myor and Aldermen
will be held. The Act incorporating the
Town is much shorter than the bill which
was published in the ADVANCE a few
weeks since. That bill contained 104
sections and but two pages of schedules.
Subsequently, the provisions for police
aud civifcourt procedure were added to
it, so that when it was introducel in the
Assembly by Mr. Tweedie, it contained
172 sections and five sheets—equal to
about seven ' pages-—of schedules.  Mr,
Tweedie had already introduced the
Towns Lncorporation bill, which was not
80 complete in its provisions as the Chat-
ham b 1!, and it was determined to make
the necessary changes in and additions to
the Chatham bill to admit of its provisions
bacoming those of the Touwns Iacorpora-
ation Act, and then to pas a bill for
Chatham with only the necessary local
boundarier, the authority for issuing
bonds voted at the ratepayars’ meeting,
authority to control the Farry and the
Public Wharf, eto. These were also left
in the Chatham bill, provisions for woting
at the elections of Mayor and Aldermen
uoder the Dominior system, but these

Comnmittes, so that the system of voting
will be the same as that provided by the
Towns Incorporation Act to which we
shall presently refer.

BOUNDARIES.

A Lttle difficulty was experienced in
the mattec of the Town boundaries, as
fixed by the Sirst Chutham bill. The
easterly limit of the Town was fixed at
the westerly line of the Fenton lot, but
the lower school district line of the Town
was at the upper line of the England
property. In like manner, the westerly
limit of the town was fixed at the westeily
side line of the Murphy grant, while the
upper school district line was the Bacon
Road. The difficulty was overcome in
this way : The Bicon Road was made
the westerly limit of the Town, and the
Board of Education was given authority
to exempt from Town district achool
taxes all the inhabitants living east of the
Eqgland westerly line. This will leave
the people living in that easterly portion
of the Town still in the Middle JIsland
school district, and their school assess-
ment will continne to be payabls therein.

A olauece was also inserted in the Lill
giving to the Town Council power to ex-
empt from Fire, }olice or Light taxes
any residents of the remote poitions of
the Town who may not be directly bene-
fitted thereby. :

The district incorporated as the Trwn

The
surface waters of the vcean have five
well-markei temperature areas — an

Arctic and an Artarctic circumpolar belc

with a small range and a low temperature,

a circumtrupical belt with a small range

and a high temperature, and two inter-

mediate erers with large annual rauges
of temperature, Vertically, the vesan
may he divided into the superficial region,
extending down to about 100 fathoms,
and the deep sea. The surface region,
especi«lly near the land, has a variety of
conditions anl an abundant fauna and
flyra; but  plant life is absent in the
uniform conditions \of the deep ses,
although animal life is_abundant. The
warm surfaco waters of the tropics have
many species, hut relatively few indivi-
duals, while the revorse is true in enlder
regions. Dr. Murray accounts for all the
various facts in marine life distribution
by supposing that in early geolugical
times the whole globe hud a8 uniform'
climate and an almost universal fauna and
flora.

High frequency currents have been found
by D’Arsonval aud Charrin to attenuate the
toxios of diphtheria and other diseasee, and
convert them into useful antidotes. The
vitality of the microbes is not directly
affected, but the liquid 1a which they live
is modified —through phyasical,and not chemi-
oal, action, it is stated. The effect of
electricity vpon animals infeoted with the
toxins is a subject for further investigation,

Lord Kelvin declared Maxim had solved
three out of the five problems of artificial
flight. The two remaining ones, Dr. G. H.
Bryan points out, have been now solved by
Lilieathal and Pilcher, and all that remains
is to combine the advantages of the two
forms of apparatus in a single machine.

Hitherto it has not beeu practicable to
view the whole of the sun’s chromosphere
and prominences at a single glance, exoept
by photographic aid, but a meaus of keaping
these iuteresting objeots completely and
coutinually in sight has now been devised
by C. V. Zenger, Director of the Prague
Observatory. A new form of spectroscope,
oalled the eclipsoscope, is used. It consists
of a cone of crown glass o quartz, symmet-
vically euclosed in a sino oylinder, which
is” filled up with o1l of aniseed and closed
at the eads with glass plates.
