TWO MEN IN NIGHTSHIRTS
RESCUED UNKNOWN SAILOR

Capt. Powell and Engineer ~ of
the - Westport, Fished a
Drowning Man Out of the
Union Street Slip Last
Night, :

A Nova Scotian sailor had a narrow
es¢ape from being drowned last night
and only the prompt action of Captain
Bayard Powell and the engineer of the
steamer Westport saved the man’s life.

The Westport is taking in freight for
St, Mary’s Bay ports and Yarmouth, at
Hare’s slip, foot of Union street, and
Capt. Powell had retired to his cabin
early, Shortly after nine o’'clock he
was awakened by a cry for help. With-
out waiting to dress in any outer gar-
ments Captain Powell, in his night
clothes rushed to the deck and on the
way he grasped a life buoy near his
door. As soon as he reached the deck
he discovered a man struggling in the
water some yards away from the
steamer. Capt. Powell threw the cork
buoy. It struck within a few inches of
the man’s head which seemed to be dis-
appearing beneath the 'water, an arm
reached up quickly and with a death
grip the hand clutched the life pre-
server.

Captain Powell shouted out to the
man to hold on to the buoy and then
threw a small line.

The engineer of the Westport had
also tumbled out of his bynk at the
alarm and with the captain, bare-
footed and in their night clothes they
towed the half drowned man to the
head of the slip where there was a
scow. The line was placed round the
sailor’s body and after some difficulty
he was pulled upon the scow, then to
the wharf and finally taken to his ves-
sel, which was docked close by.

The sailor refused to give his name,

but said‘he had been ashore with some

He mistook the
wharf at the foot of Union street for
the entrance to Long wharf and walked
ifn the darkness over into .the water.
ZIe had been struggling for some time
efore he. called out for help and was
quite exhausted when the welcome life
buoy splashed along side of his head.

ST. ANDREWS, Scotland, Oct. 12.—
At the opening of the winter session
of St. Andrew’s university today, the
principal, Dr. James Donaldson showed
himself to be an ardent supporter of
spelling reform. Dr. Donaldson sald
that he cordially favored phonetic
spelling as children and illiterates
could learn through a phonetic al-
phabet in a quarter or third of the
time required under the present sys-
tem, and as millions of children were
learning to read phonetic spelling
would save millions of hours of wast-
ed labor and irritating vexation.

KEEP CHILDREN OFF STREETS

INJUNCTION AGAINST
MRS. NELLIE BARKER

To Prevent Contamination of
. the Gity's Water Supply

Judge Barker’s Decision Rendered This
Forenoon Grants the Application
of the City.

In the case of the City of Saint John
against Mrs, Nellie Barker, in which
the City of Saint John filed a bill
asking for an injunction to restrain
Mrs, Barker from draining the water
closets in her hotel at Loch Lomond
into Loch Lomond, Judge Barker gave
judgement this morning .

The plaintiffs put their case upon two
grounds. First, that they were the
owners of the land on both sides of the
Mispec River below Mrs. Barker’s land
and on the shore opposite®to Mrs, Bar-
ker’s land and further up the lake than
Mrs. Barker land extended, to have the
water of the lake and Mispec River run
past and through their land without any
contamination being placed in it of any
kind; and upon the second ground that
inasmiuch as they were authorized by
the act of the legislature to take the
water of Lake Lomond and the Mispec
River down to Robertson Lake and
thence to the City of Saint John for
the imhabitants of the city and other
purposes, that they had a right to
have the water taken to the city in an
uncontaminated state.

The judge in giving judgment discrim-
{nated between the two grounds, hold-
ing in the first instance that inasmuch
as the city were the riparian owners on
the Mispec River below the defendant’s
land that the said city had a right to

have it so flow uncontaminated by any '

filth or other effete matter and also

holding that by the act of the legisla- ’

ture that as the city was empowered
to bring the water to the City of Saint
John for culinary and other purposes,

they.also had the right to have, that,

water in a pure state not contaminated
as above referred to. He directed an
injunction to be issued restraining Mrs.
Barker from contaminating the said
water by means of so draining the effete
matter into the lake.

Straight Talk fo Parents
—Youngsters Must Be
in - Their Homes at the
Proper Hours.

under arrest. The result was that.the
little fellow spent the might in a north
end station cell crying his heart out.
An investigation showed that the boy's
story was true, for his pen knife was -
found on the sawdust floor of the shdp
and was taken possession of by the
policeman. :

In court this morning young Ritchey,
told the same 'straightforward story,
as did his two companions. The mae«
gistrate dismissed the idea of the boy
being in the store for any other pur=
pose than looking for his knife, but
took up the matter of smgl boys be-
ing on the street at mnine’ o'clock at
night. He quoted ‘the law, which
clearly showed that from  -March until
November all youngsters must be in
their homes before nine ‘o’clock, and
during the months of November, De-
cember, January and February they
are liable to arrest if out on the street
after seven o’clock in the evéning. He
said he blamed the parents for allow-
"ing their children to be on the street
at night, and quoted the law where
the child. was liable for imprisonment
and the parent to a fine of $8. He said
St. John was- called a city of churches
by strangers, who could see the num-
erous spires, but what must they think
when they see so many young boys
and girls about the street at night,
especially the young girls who parade
the principal streets and look into the
hotel office windows.
