facllltlea was Illustrated at a special 
meeting of the common council yes­
terday morning when the harbor mas­
ter reported that he could not find 

, accommodation for a new steamship 
< line, for a lumber schooner, or a 

steamer which required a dock while 
undergoing repairs. These matters 
were referred back $o the harbor mas. 
ter, the acting commissioner of har­
bors and the persons interested, for 
arrangement.

It was announced that the steamship 
company which is seeking accommo­
dation here is the Red Cross Line of 
New York, which wishes to operate a 
weekly service between 8t, John and 
New York.

A contract for repairing the Magee 
wharf at a cost of $9,800 was award­
ed to R. Roberts’ Sons.

Commissioner Wigmore was given 
authority to proceed with some water 
main extensions and Commissioner 
Agar reported that he would lay the 
supplementary paving programme be­
fore the council on Monday.

Mayor Frink presided with Commis­
sioners McLellan, Wigmore and Agar, 
the common clerk, W. Shaw, Captain 
R. C. Elkin, Heber Vroom and Harbor 
Master Fleming present.

Mayor Frink announced that urgent 
matters requiring attention were the 
reasons for the special meeting.

New York Steamer».
The common clerk read a letter 

from J. T. Knight & Co., announcing 
that they were anxious to establish a • 
steamship line between St. John and 
New York, with weekly trips. The 
steamer which would be used Is 300 
feet long, and would require a berth 
of that length and warehouse accom­
modation and railway facilities. It 
would have both passenger and freight 
accommodation.

The council went Into committee of 
the whole, and the harbor master was 
asked where such a berth could be 
provided. He replied that he knew of

Mayor Frink—“Then we must pub­
lish abroad that we cannot provide a 
berth for a 300 foot steamer.”

Capt. Fleming—"That Is what It 
looks like.”

Mr. .Shaw—“Would It not be pos­
sible to have the McLeod warehouse 
cleared of coal more promptly and 
leave that wharf available?”

Capt. Fleming—"That Is a matter 
for the commissioners. The difficulty 
would occur when two steamers of 
different lines arrive at the same 
time."

Mr. Shaw said that the company 
planned to give the service a two 
years’ trial. They would sail from 
Ngw Xosk on Wednesday» and from 
St. John on Saturdays.

Commissioner McLellan said that 
If an arrangement could be made to 
the satisfaction of both companies 
they might be accommodated at the 
McLeod wharf. He did not think the 
city would care to oust a line which 
has done as much for St. John as the 
Donaldson Line to provide for a new 
company which Is unknown here.

In order to establish the status of 
the applicants the announcement was 
made that they are the Red Cross 
Company, which have been operating 
a line between New York, Halifax and 
Newfoundland for twenty-five years.

Mayor Frink promised that he, as 
acting commissioner for harbors, 
would take up the matter and It should 
be possible to give a definite answer 
by Monday.
