“It 1& now permitted that—for a
perfod of two hours once & month—
mothers may visit their sons, wives
thelr husbands, and sisters thelr bro-
thers,

“The inmates of Ruhleben are altow.
ed as much lberty of movement as
possible. The prisoners have organiz.
ed thelr own police and civil admints.
tration. Only the guards at the en-
trance and around the outstde of the
camp are soldiers. Everything else,
even the censorship is attended to by
the prisoners—naturally under the
close supervision of the commandant's
staff. And then they want to talk
about torments and oppression.

“One of the interned men was
caught In the act of throwing a postal
package of butter just artived from
England into the sewer. When called
to account and asked why he had done
this and why, if he had received too
much, he had not given the excess to
his less fortunate companions, he said
curtlyt 'I've got plenty of it, and I
don't care for the others! Upon the
request of the officer in charge the
man was not punished for this act be
cause of reasons not open to public
discussion, but which I had to admit
were justified in the general interest.
He will doubtless recelve his punish-
ment later

“As further evidence of the ‘had
treatment’ of the interned men, the
following two cases cited to me by the
camp commandant may be recounted:

A Church For Prisoners.

A merchant named Wittkowski
Wwrote to the commandant asking that
his two boys, aged 12 and 10 years
respectively, be admitted to the camp
because they would get good food
there and above all else, ‘would enjoy
an excellent course of school instruc
tion.! In fact, the school and church
arrangements In Ruhleben are really
exemplary, The room that was built
for dally prayer and Bible study is
separated from the general amuse

ent hall by a board partition. On
Buhdaye this wooden wall is shoved
asjde and thus a large church holding
many hundreds of persons s created,
which g always crowded at the ser-
vices oh religlous holldays. But the
Englishtmen at Ruhleben also are en.
thusastic attendants at the frequent
theatrical performances, concerts and
sporting events

“The second case was as follows:
A group of prisoners had suceeeded
in escaping, but they soon found them-
selves In confilnement in the city jail
|of Berlih. Then they did everything
{in thelr power to get back to the camp
at Ruhleben, making the most solemn
promises never again to try to escape.
