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SNOD OF NEW BRUNSWICK DOES
~ MUCH BUSINESS ON OPENING DAY

Address by Bishop Kingdon, With Sohe Suggestions —
Decided to Have Meetings Biennial Instead of Every
- Year —Reports and Motions, and Action Taken.

The 34th session of the Diocesan Synod
of Fredericton opened Tuesday morning
with celebration of holy communion by
the bishop at 8 o'clock. The firet business
meeting opened at 10 o'clock, and the last
session of the day closed at 10 o’clock
ldst night. The sessions were remarkable
for the amount of business transacted,
comparatively little time being consumed
in discussion.
vThe Bishop of Fredericton presided and
the morning session was opened with
prayer by the Lord Bishop and the calling
of the roll by Rev. Canon Newnham.

On motion of Very Rev. Dean Partridge
the minutes of the last session as printed
were taken as read and confirmed.

The bishop then appointed the follow-
ing mominating committee composed ot
one clerical and oae lay meémber from
each. deanery:

Bishop Kingdon's Address.

The bishop then read his annual ad-
dress as follows:

Brethren' of the Clergy and Laity:

It bas pleased God to spare me to ad-
dress you once more in synod. The sick-
ness with which I was struck down on
the second Sunday in March was very
severe and has made me realize if I had
not done so before how near I am as we
all are to death at every moment of our
lives.

Tt has pleased God of His infinite mercy
to spare my life at this time as I hope
He has more work for me to do and He
has granted me opportunity to do more
faithful and more earnest work for Him.
May He of His mercy grant that as He
hias given me a longer time upom earth so
may He give me grace to serve Him
better than I have done, and grant that
His grace may not be given in vain.

“To you, brethern, I wou'd also offer my
thanks for your thoughtful generosity
which enabled me to take a trip to Eng-
land in' an endeavor to recover health
and strength for the work. I am. grateful

‘But while I have been spared to be
with you several of our older clergy have
gone to their rest. William Quinlard Ket-
chum was among
Bishop Medley, being ordained in' Sep-
tember, 1845. He became and continued
#0 be one of his most trusted clergy, work-
ing first under the bishop’s eye in Fred-
ematon he was deputed by him to visit
the parishes on the other side of the

river St. John between St. Mary’s and |

Quebec, but the anxieties connected with
the consecration of the cathedral pre-
vented full attention being given to his
repont. ~

It needs not for me to tell of his work
in connection with‘the Diocesan Church
Society as its secretary for more than 40
years. We @ll know how the work of the
society grew and maultiplied and how faith-
fully he kept pace with the work. As
rector of St. Andrew’s he has left ma-
terial proof of his earnestmess in the two
churches at St. Andrews and (hameook
and the respect and affection borne him
by his people bear testimony to the faith-
fulness of his ministration amengst them-
‘MWhen Elisha asked his generous enter-
tainer how he could return her kindmess,
avhat temporal advancement she sought,
ber answer was that she sought none. “I
live among mine own people.” Such
would have been the answer 'of Donald
Macquean Bliss. He lived amongst his
own people and seldom left them. Quietly,
simply, = faithfully he served them and
never asked them for anything but re-
spedt and love in return. As he grew
old in service, while he hoped to make
up 50 yeans in his rectory, he only wished
to do what was pointed out as his duty
and voluntarily and unselfishly gave up all
emolment he derived from his preferment
that his people might have the benefit of
the more active services of a younger man.
He has gone to his rest greatly respected
by all to whom he ministered.

William Jaffrey was ordained in 1847.
Before ordination he had learned methodi-
cal business habits which were of #iudh
advantége to him, as they woul be to
every clergyman. I was much struck

_with this when, soon after my arrival, 1
was speaking to him about a part of the
diocese where he had worked many years
before. He showed me a list of all the
church people in the district with the
particulars of their families. By his care
a sum of money was raised for the 1);1&\!.16[
endowment of St. Mary’s and was 1n-
vested so that_ it has not been lost by
anisappropriati By his care the beau-
tiful -little ohurcl? was built which was
consecrated two days after my own con-
gecration. Thus three of our oldest clergy
bave gone to their rest ]eaving.cxa‘nuplcs
of quiet earnest love in their several
ways. :

“One more would I mention of bright
intellect and original thought who indeed
bad left the diocese for a while but was
anxious to return. Rev. ‘Thomas Dick-
epson was stricken down with serious
gickness and sought help in the Hospital
of St. Luke, New York. My sickness
prevented my writing to him or #ceing
to him and he died in the hospital on
March 20 and was buried in a portion of

consecrated ground appropriated to the
hospital. )
Thank God we have peace. It would

have jarred terribly upon ones’ feelings,
so much so as to seem almost a mockery,
to ask men to rejoice at the coronation
of our. sovereign while the guerilla war
was continuing. 4 most dtriking sight
was it when the King surrounded by the
yepresentative men of his empire returned
wolemn thanks in St. Paul's cathedral for
{he restoration of peace in answer to our
prayers. It was a most solemn service
rendered as grand as possible with all the

the first ordained 'by

cempwniwl accompaniment of glorious
music of exquisitely trained voices and
military bands and organ and gorgeous
pomp of procession, of laity in striking
uniforms and robes and the clergy; the
Bishop of London in rich mitre and hand-
some cope and the dean and canons in
their splendid copes procured to add dig-
nity to the Diamond Jubilee. It was a
striking occurrence that when the king
had reached the dhair placed for him a
pigeon flew in at the west door and flew
up the nave to settle somewhere in the
cathedral. This was the nearest approach
to a dove that can be found there. When
at the beginning of the war intercession
was made for our anmies it was a remark-
able fact that without consultation the
bishops of the province of Canada ap-
pointed the same day as that appointed
in England and as you will remember
from that day the tide of war turned. The
full answer to our prayers in the procla-
mation of peace was announced from the
pulpit of the cathedral in Fredericton the
same evening that I heard it announced
from the pulpit of the cathedral of St.
Paul in London. There at once the vast
congrégation arose and sang a hymn of
thanksgiving with heart as well as voice.

As 1 wished to be present here today'

T could not stop in London for June 26.
But T took with me on beard the steamer
100 copies of the service appoinited to be
said throughout the empire and these I
used on the day appointed for the coron-
ation. It ovas not until we arrived at
Rimouski that ave learned the sad news
that the illness of our king prevented his
being crowned. We all pray that it may
please God to raise our king from his bed
of sickness to health and strength once
more.

As the synod is mow in full working
order by committees and otherwise, I am
of opinion that it should have charge of
all church funds to be administered ac-
cording to the various trusts under which
they are held. As the bishop has several
little trusts which he camnot hand over
without legal authovity he has prepared
a bill to enable him to vest these trusts
in the synod, a copy of which is laid be-
fore the symod and I ask the synod to
pass a resolution in favor of the bill and
to authorize the secretary to affix the
seal of the synod to a petition to the
legislature to pass such bill. '

The position of rector is a legal posi-
tion: recognized by law and protected by
law. No one can act legally as rector
until he has been admitited by a well as-
centained process of law-

as by death and removal. There is per-
‘haps one requisite to resignation and ‘that
is its acceptance by the bishop. Just as
a bishop’s resignation of his work is not

allowed to take effect umtil it has been

accepted by the majority of his brother
bishops, so a rector’s resignation re-

quires the acceptance of the bishop. The .

bishops may say “we do not allow this
resignation because we require you to
stand trial for heresy or some other ill-
doing.” The bishop may say, “I refuse
your resignation and require you to stand
trial under the canon.” This is as I un-
derstand the law.®

But when a resignation has been ac-
cepted by the bishop it takes effedt  leg-
ally and the redtor ceases to be rector
and cannot act as such and has no longer
any right to the rectory when the resig-
nation takes effeat. The resignation so
accepted, cannot be withdrawn. In order
that the same clergyman can go on acting
legally as rector the same process of law
has to be undergone as before when he
was admitted rector. Some years ago 1
had to give this decision and I .was glad
to find that the court of appeal in Eng-
land gave the same verdict in 1898 and
this has been recognized within the past
year in our own supreme court. After a
resignation has been received and ac-
cepted the bishop has no power wo allow
it to be withdrawn so as to give lezal
status to the one who resigned.

I would therefore repeat to the clergy
the advice given to his colleague by the
great English statesman George Canning,
“Cave de Resignationibus.”” (Beware of
resignations.)

A scheme will be Jaid before you for
your consideration by which King's Col-
lege, Windsor, may be amalgamated with
Dalhousie -College, Halifax. It is hoped
by this means to give greater effect to
higher education in ants and secular sub-
jects generally and also to give oppor-
tunity for better theological study. I
have only just seen a copy of the scheme
and have not had time to read it so carc-
fully as to be able to expross approval
without hesitation, but I have been long
convinced that some sudh action would
be of very great advantage to King’s Col-
lege: The docuwment is somewhat long
and I would suggest that it be handed to
a committee early in this session that
they may, before the synod rises, repont
on the solvent points of the scheme that
the synod may be able to express an in-
telligent opinion without much waste of
time.

"lhe synod really opens with the celebra-
tion of the Holy Communion and it would
be well that all who expect to take part
in the deliberations of the synod should
attend that service and communicate. 1
hope that if this were understood we
should have a larger attendance. In order
to draw particular attention to this it
awere well if there were a special collect
epistle and gospel to be used at such time.

And now, brethren, I would pray that
(tod’s blessing .may attend our deliber-
ations that they may tend to His greater
glory and the advancement of His church.

The address was received with prolong-
ed applause.

Rev. John de Soyres moved that a com-
mittee be appointed to receive the bishop’s
address and prepare a reply. This was
seconded by Very [Rev. Dean Partridge
and carried unanimously.

The ‘secretary read a memorial from St.
Martins in ‘the woods, Shediac, -asking
%50 to assist in religious instructions in
the schools.

The bishop reported that such a gran®
could mnot lbe legally made.

Various Reports.

Rev. W. 0. Raymond reported for the
executive committea dealing with the}
work of the year and with the disposition
of the matters coming before it. The re-
port was received and adopted.

presented by W. M. Jarvis, deputy chair-
man. It showed that ‘the treasurer had
been instructed to so invest the capital
balance to the credit of the widows and
orphans and incapaciated clergy fund, as
to increase such funds by $500 or multi-
ples thereof and to in future add capital
balances to invested capital as soon as
they shall amount to $500 independent of
accruing claims. Investmfents ia deben-
tures and mortgages amounting to $4,700
were reported made during the year.

The mortgage on the Ellen Dunlop pro-
perties in Fredericton had becn foreclosed
and ¢he properties bid in for the synod
for $6,531, the amount of the claim. Ar-
raagements are now pending for the sale
of these properties.

On motion the report was received and
adooted.

J. Roy Campbell, as treasurer of the
board of church literature, submitted his
report which showed a ‘cash balance to the
credit of the hoard of $476.06 and surplus
assets of £549.06.

The board of church literature report-
ed through T. B. Robinson, deputy chair-
man. The report showed the value of
the stock on hand to be at selling prices,
i2,114.73, and the sales for the year from
the board’s own stock to be $845.45. This
was slightly less than Jast year but a large
increase in commission/ sales made total
sales in excess of previous years. il'he
board had arranged that a discount of
10 per cent. would be given off all books
sold from its stock to Sunday schools. Lhe
report was received.

Deceased Members.

Very Rev. Dean Partridge read the re-
port of the committee on memorials to
deceased members and moved that the
rules of order be suspended to allow the
passage of resolutions recording the deep
Joss sustained by the @«ynod in the decease
of centain of its members during the year.

When this had been done the dean re-
ported that duri.g the year the synod
ranks had been broken by the death of
Canon Ketchum,' Rev. Donald M. Bliss,
and Rev. Wm. Jaffrey.As each name was
reported, the dean read a brief biography
of each and members of the synod, who
had been brought into personal touch
with the deceased clergymen paid touching
tribute to their memory.

The resolutions expressing the symod’s

grief and sense of loss were then put and
carried by a standing vote.
- 7. B. Robinson said he desired to move
a resolution upon the death of a promin-
ent working layman member of the synod,
Sheriff H. Lawrance Sturdee. He referred
to Sheriff Sturdee’s career as a man and a
churchman.

Rev. Canon -Richardson also referred to
the late sheniff’s connection with Trinity
churcii.

The resolution was carried by standing
vote.

Rev. J. R. deWolfe Cowie, secretary of
the board of diocessan missions, submit-
ted the report and moved that it be re-
ceived. The roport showed that the grants
to Canning had (been increased; that Sals-
bury and Havelock, which had been wa-
cant for four months, had been reopened
and the grant resumed ;, that. McAdam had
been formed into a separate mission ani
a grant of $500 made, on condition that
they contribute $150; a resident clergy-
man was appointed to Douglas and Bright
and a grant of $700 made on condition
$300 be contributed; Aberdeen had been
reopened and services held; $900 had been
raised for a church; a special grant of
$100 had been allowed Rev. A. W. Smith-
ers of Albert. Other mission fields had
been administered with ordinary success.

Grants for 1903

The schedule of grants for the year
1903 showed grants to be made to 44 mis-
«ions amounting in all to $27,910 and $15,-
203 is expected in contributions from the
misvions. The board recommended that
the schedule committee be =o coastituted
as to include a representative from each
deanery and that a meeting of rectors be
held to congider the adoption of a system
of apportiomment so as to stimulate vol-
mntary contributions. These Hecommen-
dations will be dealt with by the synod.

The standiag comimittee on Sunday
schools reported having carried on the
avork on the usual lines.

King's College.

Veéry Rev. Dean Partridge read the re-
port of the synod's representatives on the
oard of governors of King's College as
follows:

Having been appointed by the Diocesan
Nynod of Fredericton your repiesentatives
on the board of governors of King's Col-

lege, Windsor, for the years 1901 and 1902,

we submit ‘our report. Your lay repie-
sentative attended the December meet-
ing of the governors held at Halifax (the
clerical representative being prevented
from attending by illnexs) where various
matters nyere brought before the board
for discussion, the most important ques-
tion lheing that of the federation of the
colleges of the maritime provinces of the
dominion of Canada. At this meeting of
governors a commitice of 14 was ap-
pointed to take the «whole question into
consideration and to coafer with all the
colleges of the maritime provinces as 1o
their views in relation to the principle
involved. This committee of 14 after ma-
ture deliberation, prepared a report ap-
proving the federation wof the colleges and
a draft- bill to be sent to the provincial
legislature to enable such federation to
be accomplished. Both representatives at-
tended the meeting at Windsor in June,
where the report of this committee was
received. A copy of this report was ap-
pended and the synod representatives
stated that other data would be fomward-
ed to the synod. They avere of apinion
that the recommendations of the com-
mittee report presented at Wind=or «hould
be wcarried into effect and they had so
voted.

The report was signed by Dean Par-,
tridge and A. C. Fairweather and was rve-

ceived.
Mission Matters.

The corresponding committee of the
Doard of management of the Domestic
and Foreign Mission Society of Canada
submitted a lengthy report showing the
amount collected in the symod for the
mission departments to be $1,061.89, which
was remitted to the several gemreral treas-
urers.

The secretary. Rev. Canon Newnham,
reported concerning the occasions on which
the seal of the synod had been aflixed to
documents. The report was received.

An exhaustive and interesting report
dealing in detail with the 16th annual
meeating of the Women’s Aid Assoc:ation,
awas read by Dean Partridge and received.
The report covered the work of the as-o-
ciation in the different parts of the prov-
inces.

Parish Reports.

Very Rev. Dean Partridge then brougit
up the question of the reading of the re-
ports from the different parishex by mov-
ing that these reports be read at the even-

“for alternate

ing session. This was seconded by Rev..
L. A. Hoyt. 3

Rev. C. P. Hanington' moved in amend-
ment, seconded by Rev. Mr. Smithers,
that the reports from the parishes be
taken as if read and printed.

T. B. Robinson objected as he thought
that much good came from the reading
of parish’ reports and after the clergymen
had gone to the trouble of preparing them
they should be read in open syned.

A. H. Hanington and Rev. C. D. Scho-
field upheld the amendment and W. M.
Jarvis opposed ift.

Rev. J. deWolfe Cowie, Rev. Mr. Cody
and Rev. Dr. Campbell participated in
the discussion and fthe bishop announced
that he would be sorry if the synod
should not require the reports to be read.

The amendment was lost

The secretary stated that nearly all the
parishes had reported.

Dean Partridge reported for the com-
mittee on biennial meetings of synod. The
matter had been referred to this synod
and a resolution will be brought in.

The committee on fire proof storage re-
ported progress and asked to be contin-
ued, as did also the committee on print-
ing constitutions and canons.

Rev. J. de Soyres reported for the com-
mittee for the encouragement of theolo-
gical study in the diocese. The report
was received.

The committee on the expenses of
synod reported they had been unable to
make a detailed examination and recom-
mended that a committee of the synod be
appointed to consider the maiter and re-
port to the exeoutive. This was agreed
and synod adjourned for lundheon.

Afternoon Session.

The synod resumed at 3 o'clock. Rev.
J. R. de Wolfe Cowic presented the
registrar’s report. During the year three
appointments were made, three clergymen
ordained and five resignations accepted,
six institutions and two collations made,
12 licenses issued, one transfer made and
three new churdhes 'consecrated.

Notices of motion were presented as fol-
lows:—

onded by Rev: C. D. Schofield, regarding
the authorization of missionary litanies
by the bishop. !

(2) By A. (. Faimweather :and Rev.

(3) By Rev. C. P. Hanington and G- 0.
Otity providing for special collections in
cach church at harvest thanksgiving for
the incapacitated and superannuated min-
isters’ fund. e

(4) By Rev. C. D. Schofield and J. Roy
Campbell that a committee of five be ap-
pointed to consider and report upon the
report of ithe representatives of King's
College governors for college federation.

(5) By W. M. Jarvis and T. B. Robin-
son authorizing the executive to fill
vacancies occurring in offices or on boards.

(6) By Dean Partridge, that the stand-
ing committee on Sunday schools be re-
quested to institute a system of normal
training.

Rev. J. deWolfe Cowie for the board
of diocesan mpssions, moved that inasmuch
as $1,267 was taken in-1901 from the in-
come of the mission board and as a bal-
ance stands of $1,010 to the credit of the
same, that $1,000 be transferred back to
the diocesan mission account.

Rev. Canon Richardson, after mudh dis-
cussion, moved in amendment that any
surplus remaining to- the contingent fund
after the subtraction of annual expenses
should be given t¢ home mmissions under
the direation of the_executive.

W. M. Jarvis moved in amendment to
the amendment that the executive coum-
miltee may from time to time transfer
such amount as they may deem proper
from ‘the contingent fund to the diocesan
mission fund after current expenses had
been provided for.

The amendmentt to ihe amendment was
defeated on division by a vote of 29 to.
90. (anon Ridhardson's amendment ca¥-
ried.

Biennial Synod Meetings.

Dean Partridge for the commitiiee on
biennial meetings of the synod moved
that in future the regular meetings of the
synod be held every two years instead
of annually and that the constitution be
so amended as to permit of this dhange.

In support of his motion, Dean Parit-
nidge made an eloqueni plea for more at-
tention to spiritual matiters. . The ssnod
had other functions besides revising can-
ons and regulating funds and trusts.
Tlicre was “a deener significance in the
wotk ‘of the churdh tham finances. He
instanced ‘the success which tf:tended the
Nova' Scotia synod in i¥s hiennial ses-
‘sions. -

A. H. Hawngton also spoke in favor
of the motion and seconded it. - He said:
that the spiritual life of the church was
being utterly negleated.

Tev. A. G. H. Dicker favored the plan
of hiennial sessions whidh in Quebec and
Nova Scotia ad worked vell.

Rev. Mr. White spoke of the ditficuitios
which would meet the inception of such
a change-

Hon. Judge Tlanington argued vigor-
ously against biennial sessions, stating
that their introduction would tend

to lower the standard of spirituality in
the synod. The synod would make a great
mistake in departing from ithe prevailing
system. :

Rev. (. F. Wiggine, of Sadkville, spoke
in favor of the biennial session.

Rev. C. P. Hanington spoke favoring
the discussion of praatical matters such
as Sunday sdhools and examinations of
teachers. If time for these things could
not be found in annual scssions then there
might be biennial meetings of the synod
with missionary conferences in alternate
years.

Rev. A. D. Dewdney said the only away
in which he would be in favor of a bicn-
nial synod was if conferences be arranged
yeavs. Such conferences
would be produdtive of much good.

Rev. Mr. Spencer, who worked for 14
vears in the diocese of Nova Scolia, where
biennial synods arve held, said the mis-
sion conferences held in the alternate years
had proved a lasting biessing. He would
welcome the establishment of such a pro-
cedure in this diocese.

Rev. Canon Richardson asked ®hat the
synod experiment with the plan of bien-
nial sessions and if they did not ipwove
successful a return could be made to the
o'd system. Under the present system
there was iJittle time for anything but
Dbusiness mectings and while the business
had its incepition in rr;)ir-i;t'ualit)' it was not
alwiays such as to tend to the individual
uplifting of those who participated.

Rev. Mi. Wilkinson, of Bay du Vin, op-
posed the resolution. .

Hurd Peters moved for the closure of
the debate but the motion wus defeated-

Rev. H. A. Cody, of Greenwidh, spoke

| briefly, after which Dean Partridge asked

his lordship for his opinion.

The bishop spoke guardedly. He
not altogether in favor of it but would
not oppose the decision or the desive of
the synod. He looked with disfavor upon
the quoting of Nova Secofia as an ex-

was

ample. The question shonld be -discussed
and decided upon its own merits.

Yn closing the debate Dean Partridge
referred to the growith of spirivuality in
the symod sessioms. e -could remember
the days of acrimonious debates and bit-
ter feelings but the synod had anged
and the debates had partaken of more
spirituality and gentleness. He strongly
favored the biennial sessions with -alter-
nate missionary conferences, the time of
wihich conferences would be occupied sale-
ly in discussion and elucidation of spirit-
ual matters. Great advantages would ac-
crue from such arrangements. He closed
with an urgent appeal for biennial ses-
sions.

The motion to hold bienmial sessions
was then put and carried amid much ap-
plause.

Nominsting Committee.

On motion of Ven. Anchdeacon Neales
dhe rules of order svere suspended to per-
mit of the imtrodudtion of the report of
the nominating committece. It was de-
cided on motion to have the mominations
printed and submitted to the symod -to-
morrow morning.

A draft of a Dbill to enable the bishop
to hand over to the synod ceutain church
trusls (as oullined in his address) was re-
ferred to a committee of Chancellor Allan,
G. 0. D. Oty and W. M. Jarvis.

The motions of which notice was given
carlier in the session were taken up and
considered. Nos. 1 and 2 were passed,
with some slight amendments in the
wording of the secord one. No. 3 was
withdrawn as unnéc sary, as the point
in question is already covered by the con-

| stitution.

The next motion which advocated the
appointment of a committee to consider
and repont upon the report of the gov-
ernors of King's College regarding the
federation of Kings and Dalhousie col-
leges, was taken up. ‘

Justice ! Hanington claimed the wefer-
ning of the repont to a committce involved
the principle that the comunititee must ap-
prove or disapprove of it. If it was un-
derstood that the commititee was to re-
port only upon what the scheme means
he would nct oppose it.

The motion passed and the committee
named was Very Rev. Dean Partridge
Rev. John de Soyres, Rev. Canoh Rich-
_ardson, Rev. C. D. Schofield and J. Roy
Campbell.

Synod rose at 6 o’clock.

Evening Session.

The evening session of the synod opened
at 8 oclock and was occupied with the
reading of the parochial reports by the
ministers in charge. In the absence of
the bishop, Very Rev. Dean Partridge
presided over the synod’s deliberations.
Reports were read from the following
parishes: «Cambridge, Chipman and Wat-
erborough, Rev. H. H. Gillies; cathedral,
Fredericton, New Maryland, Doak Settle-
ment and Morrison’s Mills, Rev. F. M. C.

Matter of Purchase of Rothesay College
for Boys Goes to Committee

At the morning session an address was
presented to Bishop Kinzdon, throuzh
tev. Archdeason Neales and A. C. Fair-
weather. It was from the clergy and lay
representatives of the diocese welcoming
him and congratulating him on the 2Ist
anniversary of his consecration. The read-
ing was followed by general congratula-
tions and hearty dheers.

His lordship made a brief reply. The
address was  beautifnlly  engvossed in
parchment by David Willet, and hand-
somely hound in blue morocco by J. & A
McMillan.

The educational report read by Rev.
Canon Righardson showed seven meetings

at the first of which the late Sheriff
Sgurdee  wais  appointed  secretary-treas-
urer; that G. O. D. Otty, A. C. Fair-

weather and F. J. (i.- Knowlton resigned
because of the refusal to grant $8,000 for
a sdhool in Nt. John. The committee re-
commended ghat it be allowed to enter
into negotiations with James . Robeit-
son for acquiring the Rothesay school for
boys, and that the property be taken
over by the synod provided satisfacetory
terms can be obtained, and that they be
given full power in the matter. The re-
port was received.

The finandial statement
port showed expenses of
receipts of %3,156.58.

Yishop Kingdon reported that the prizes
for the Giris’ Sdhool, Windsor, that should

have come from London, went to his
home in Fredericton, and so did not
reach the school.

Considering the e®wational report, the
first two clauses were adopted. The third,
that the board had not felt warranted in
giving $100 to the teacher of the Nhediac
sdhools for religious instruction, called
forth discussion.

Rev. J. deSoyres and :A. H. Hanington
expressed ‘their views upon the mnature
of what had been read, the latter craim-
ing that the document should be more
copious in text, as the subject in question
dealt with the possible transfer of a large
anmount of money. .

In reply, Rev. Mr. Richardson outlined
the history of the negotiations respecting
the purchase of the Rothosay school, to
he used under control of the syniod as a
hoarding scool fow the education of young
men. MHe feit the present opportunity
should e taken advantage of.

F. J. G. Knowlton, an ex-member
of the board of education, stated that in
his opinion the board had given ‘the synod
the fullest information possible under the

as

Rev. Scovil Neales, in a srong argument
stated that the boand of education, by

sanction of Canen, was empowered 1o

make such a purchase.

W. . Wallace contended that the synod
should be given more informiation and
moved that the matter be referred to tiwe
board of education for future considera-
ticn, and it satisfadtiory terms van be ob-
taimed from James K. Robertson, that the
board of education be given full power
to act, providing the pproval of the ex-
scutive committee can\be obtained.

Rev. A. F. Burt saidif the power was
granted it would mean large respocsibiil-
ties and questioned what the syod would
do nvith the iproperty nvhen once pui-
chased. If as a schooi of education Mz,
Burt trusted that the present fund would
e but the nucleus of a fund, which 1u
the future ‘would mean similar Gperations
on a much arger scale, and that in the
prosecuition of <uch, the concurrence and
sympathy of the chureh people would be

obtained. ;
Rev. J. deSoyres spoke of hix long con-
nection with Rothesay s¢hool and was

glad to be abie to state that the institution
was in possession of many walun friends.
The school was now ‘the property of Jas.
. Robeitson. In the face of a possible

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purchase of the property it would be
well for the synod ‘to consider well and
wively, before spending for it the bulk
of the large sum of between $30,000 and
$40,000, which was then in trust.

T. B. Robinson expressed the view that
centralized effort should be applied tO
education, dnsiancing certain cases at
Woodstock and elsewhere.

He also referred to the edtablishment of
schools on small bases, and felt that in
the matter of the Rothesay purchase the
synod could trust its board of education.

Judge Hanington, in a strong speech,
protested against the outlay of the synod
fund for the establishment of the Rothe-
say school. Rather should the money D2
devoted to the giving of weligious educa-
tion 'to those whose parents could not af-
ford the expenditure of sums, which 2
course ‘at the Rothesay school made im-
rerative.

Rev. A. D. 'Dewdney expressed himself
as amazed at the purpose for which the
synod were contamplating the outlay of
trust fund. Me félt that there should be
adherence to the principles iavolved in
the trust and that the money, if expend-
ed, should be spent for the advantage of
those who could not afford paying what
board and tuition at Rothesay would re-
quire. He would support any amendment
which would tend ito defeat the project.

Rev. Cancn Richardson stated that since
the original text had been worded, a
change had come in the conditions of th:
children of New Brunswick. MHe felt that
there was scarce any reason why the pur-
chase should not be made.

The amendment by Mr. Wallace was
carried.

Dean Partridge submitted the report of
the committee which dealt with the pro-
posed ‘amalgamation of Kings College and
Dalhousic University. He moved the foi-
lowing resolution: .

“That the proposed union of the wuni-
versities of Kings and Dalhousi¢, as set
forth in the submitted communication,
would be in the best interests of higher
education in the maritime provinces and
that fthe teaching to candidates four holy
orders in the maritime diocese would
thereby be rendered more thorough and
cffective.”

Dean Partridge then sketched the early
history of Kings and Dalhousie colleges.
In 1885 an cffort was made to unite the
twio colleges, but the project was defeated
by the attitude of the younger students
and facully of King's College.

Bishop Courtenay was dexirous of amal-
gamaltion of ‘the two wcolleges, stating his
belief that it would represent a higher and
more advanced - system of education.
Bishop Courtenay believed ‘that if the
union nvas made it would be fthe initial
step toward the establishmenit in the mar-
itime provinces, of one central university.
Dalhousie College was a sound and flour-
ishing institution, and it nvas felt that
should Kings College unite there would
be felt a very appreciative degree of im-
provement. For years King’s College had
fought against debt, and all the money
which had been raised toward 'the amal-
gamation fund bad been absorbed in cui-
rent expenses. Three tourses were open:

1st—To close the college and permit the
funds to accumulate.

-~ 2nd—To continue ‘and
forced to close its doors.

3 To amalgamate with Dalhousie, lhe
terms of union saving to Kings college of
the present available funds, which could
be devoted to ‘the maintenance of 'a divin-
ity school which avould be kaown -as
iIKing’s College, thus retaining the institu-
tion’s name as an educational factor.

At this point the synod adjowrned.

Evening Service.

“'Mie evening synod was devoted to a
service "with a large congregation in at-
tendance. Rev. Canon Newnham, of St.
Stephen, preached. The musical service
was full choral, comprising the proces-
sional, Onward Christian Sold ers, Service
Morley in F, anthem, recitatiorr, Rev. A.
G. H. Dicker; duet, Rev. A. 'G. H. Dicker
and George ‘Hood; chorus, How Lovely
are the Messengers (Mendelssohn); hymn
509; offertory; Ponder My Words, Doc-
tor Sawyer; Recessional, The God of Ab-
raham Praise. Rev. ICanon Richardson
was precentor. The lessons were read by
Rev. Archdeacon Forsyth and by .diev.
Dean Partridge.

Rev. (lanon Neownham spoke from P-alm
48, xii—13: “Walk about Zion, and go
u;_'t’v,und about her; tell the bowers there-
of. \

“Mark ye well her bubwarks; consider
her palacex that ye may tell it to the gen-,
cration following.” j

(anon Nhwnham, in words elqgueat and
poweriul, went on to explain the mean-
ing of ‘the word Zion and pointed out its
position in Biblical history. From the
exhortation of the text differeat meanings
could be drawn. Many of the acts record-
ed in connection avith the hill of Zion
were as propheeies of God and of dimal
dispensation. The 'text spoke of , going
around and about Zioa as if to make an
inspection of its towers and bulwarks.
From this could be drawn the synod ses-
sion, the applicability of themselves taking
the opportunity of ascertaining just whit
their strength was and of building up
where weakaess showed  itself—in short
to repair and mend in the most expedient
manner their spiritual Zion. - Commenting
on the return wf the government census
the speaker referred to the decrease of
1.328 church population in this diocese.
This was not due to deliberate abandon-
ment of church, but fargely because of
removal to the Umted States, or else-
where, a fat much to be deplored. There
were also decreases in this parish of 300
communicants: in Canterbuny parish, 15;
in New Denmark, 32; and at Richmond,
13. Quoting at different dates from 1862,
Canon Newnham, to offwet the ‘foregoing
figures, showed ‘wherein there had been
@ steady increase i church membership
for the dominion.

J{cgarding the finaaces he pointed out
that in the diocese, December 1 last, there
was a deficit of $2.000, and reason to ap-
prehend a deficit of $4,000 by next De-
cember. He made a strong *pl(‘a foy con-
tributions to lift ‘the obligation which
hung over the diocese. 1n ‘conclusion ne
spoke of several matters affecting the
churches” finances, and fidished with an
exhortation to look beyond immediate
surroundings and take inspiration tiom
the grand position held in the world body
by the church militant, and with this,
coupled with hearts full of God’s grace
and Jove. and holding iwplicit faith in
His guidance the life here wiould be but
one of delight at the knowledge of living
in <His service.
