| some men got away in the boat. That was
the last iword received here regarding the
'gamue until the cablegram came yester-

ay.

Those who had been on board the fated
barque were A. Shaw, master; A. Mec-
Léod, mate; Fred Abrahamson, second
mate; Miles Thomas,steward; Wm. Smith,
Alex. Bravo, Henry Floks, Gastuf Johan-
sen, Gust Rar, Otto Mongon, Patrick
Doran and Julien Parrsom, seamen. The
crew joined the Veronica at Ship Is'and.

Captain Shaw had not been commander
of the Veronica very long. He was for-
merly first mate of the vessel and on the
master’s berth becoming vacant Messrs.
Thomson & Co. gave him command of the
barque. He belonged to P. E. Island but
was not very well known here.

The Veronica hailed from Windsor (N.
S) and was 1,093 tons net and 1,167 tons
gross. She was built in 1879 at Indian-
town (N. B.) by J. Rowen and was a fine
vessel.

‘Captain Shaw was a married man and
his wife lives at Cardigan (P. E. 1) it
was only a few days ago that a telegram
was received here from Mrs. Shaw ask-
ing if any tidings of her husband had
been received.

New York, Jan. 20.—Thomas Lynch, a
resident of Brooklyn, stabbed James Gol-
den to death today in front of a Brooklyn
liquor saloon.

LIELY BRIER

Counsel of Prisoner in York
County Poisoning Case
So Intimates.

EVIDENCE OF SISTER.

Believed the Marstens Got Along as
‘Well as Most Married Folk She
Knew -- Testimony of Several
Fredericlon Residents Given.

Fredericton, Jan. 29—(Special)—Ms.
Lela Dow, of Meductic, was the finst wit-
ness called in the Marsten murder trial
today. She knew the prisoner and de-
ceased and remembered hearing the former
tell her once that she was tired, for Mr..
Marsten had been sick and she bad mixed
him up a number of different kinds of
food.

Mrs. Maud Best, wife of Albin Best,
was next sworn. She had lived at Medauc-
tic' for 20 years and boarded at the Aber-
deen Hotel in the summers of 1900 -and
1901. She described the location of the
Marsten family’s roome and said she had
seen Peter Marsten around the house and
believed his room was in the attic. She
had seen him and the prisoner driving”to-
gether. Geo. Marsten always retired early.
The domestic relations between him and
his wife were not of the best. The pris-
onéer had often scolded her husband, who
would never retaliate. The prisoner’s de-
meanor towards Peter Marsten was not
overly affectionate, .

Lucinda Marsten, a spinster, of Meduc-
tic; was next sworn. She was a cousin of
deceased but was not on friendly terms
with the family. She had conversed with
deeeased in Maréh and he said he thought
he was going to be paralyzed. The pris-
onér had told her she thought deceased
was not any better por mever would be
any better. 'The witness had esid while'
het hushand was absent in ‘Woodstock that
sh¢ hoped he would die there, giving as
het reagon that if he died home people
would thittk ‘she had poisomed him. The
witness considered prisoner to be an in-
dustrious woman and always frenk and

open. .

Mrs. Florence Dickinson, of Meduoctic,
told of doeceaced having breakfast in her
hoine but had mever heard him complain
about his health. ;

Arthur Higgins, 17 years old, of Meduc-
tic, swore that hé had overheard talk be-
tween his mother and the prisoner when
thé latter said strychnine had been found
over the door in the house.

Milne Dow and Tarte Dickinson were
the first witnesses examined this after-

1 noon but .there evidence was of an un-

important nature.

The Prisoner's Sister.

Celeste Stairs, sister to the prisoner,
tobk the stand at 3 o’clock, and when
colirt adjourned at 6 o’clock Mr. Hartley
had not finished his cross-examination of
the witness. She was mot in court when
the other witnesses for the crown testi-
fied, but corroborated their evidente on
mhtters pertaining to ‘Mr, Marsten’s
phiysical condition and his last lness and
death.’ She had made her home for a num
ber of years with Mr. and Mrs. Marsten,
and in some respects her evidence in re-
gard to the internal arrangements of the
house, such as the location' of the bed
rooms occupied by the members of the
household, differed from that ‘given by
previous witnesses. She swore that Mars-
ten had been taking Fellows’ syrup in the
£all of 1901, but discontinued its use be-
fore finishing the first bottle. He after-
wards took another well known proprie-
tory medicine, which he kept in the cel-
lar, and after his death ehe found a box
of pink colored tablets in his room. She
swore that Marsten had taken no dinner
on the day of his death, but had eaten
his breakfast and supper.. The latter meal
consisted of a piece of toast and and

g, prepared for him by Mrs. Marsten
am hour or two before his death. She did
nét know that Marsten vetired to ‘*his
room after tea until she headd him call
for help. She had never seen amy very
sérious quarrels between Marsten and his
wife, and thought they got along about
ad well' ag most married folk she had had
t4 do with. She considered that Mrs.
Marsten treated her husband very kindly
apd tended on him.as was her duty. Af-
tér getting tea for him on the night of
hisc death Mrs. Marsten left the house,
remarking that she was going out to
gather lilacs for the baby. She referred
to Mr, Marsten as being subject to “bad
spells,” and heard him on one occasioa
tell hig wife that ehe had better not en-
tér his room, when he had a “gpell” or
he would frighten her. She did not see
George take medicine of any kind after
his refurn from Woodstock. She swore
that Peter Marsten never slept in the
attic as had been alleged, his room being
on the second floor of the main house.
Mrs. Marsten, herself and the children
occupied rooms in the attic.

“While the witness contradicted herseif
repeatedly on some -minor points of . her
evidence, on the whole ghe told a fairly
plausible story, and her evidence was not
of a damaging nature.

Nantucket, Mass., Jan. 20—The famous
Rose and Crown, the outermost of the
Nantucket Shoals to the eastward, claim-
ed today the little Boston fishing schoon-
er Maggie & Hattie, Captain Fldridge
Nickerson, but the crew of 18 men braved
10: miles of seething rips and reached
Great Point Light in safety. ‘

The Maggie & Hattie left Boston last
week on a fishing trip to the Georges and
was on her way to Boston, when she ran
into a dense fog bank last night. Captain
Nickerson expected to pick up one of the
Pollock Rip lightships but at dawn the
fog was dense as ever and no whistles
could be heard. The water kept shoaling
but before the schooner was hauled off
shore it broke right under her stem and
in a moment she was fast in the embrace
of the shoal. With the sea rollin in from
the eastward and scarcely any wind,
Captain Nickerson at once decided that
it would be impossible to save his ves-
sel so preparations were made to abandon
her. 7

Bix of the dories which had been lashed
in a nest between the two masts were
hoisted overboard and each was equipped
with provisions, some water and two or
three men, They headed westward. After
more than seven hours hard rowing they
made the ‘Great Point light, and were
taken to the Coskata life eaving station.
